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THE VIEWER PICKS THE WINNERS
Talent Caravan’s search for
new faces has already started
some promising young artists
on their TV careers

Tj1 VERY WEEK between 6,000 and 8,000 fans
write to National Trust, Toronto, to vote for

their favourite contestant on Talent Caravan. An
average of 1,600 people each Thursday night
have pushed through blizzards and ice-storms to
watch the shows in studios and halls scattered
across the country.

And, to set the seal of fame, OF Rawhide has
satirized Talent Caravan on his radio program. This
makes Caravan a CHC institution along with CBC
Times, Royal Tour commentators, and James Ban-
nerman.

We decided to look in on Talent Caravan during
its semi-finals in Toronto. It seemed a good idea to
avoid the audience crowds by going early to a re-
hearsal. Rut at air time, CBC-TV Studio 4 held rather
less than its capacity of 1,800 despite the presence
of a wolf-cub pack in green uniforms and relatives
of the contestants,

“That doesn’t surprise me,” said Drew Crossan,
producer of Talent Caravan. “In Winnipeg we get
4,000 people. In Calgary we fill the hall with 2,600
people, and in Halifax we squeeze in 1,750 and turn
more away. But in Toronto—they are very blase
about TV here. They wouldn’t even turn up for Lady
Godiva.”

Tonight’s show had its difficulties for Crossan.
“In normal shows we pick contestants both for their
ability and in such a way as to get a balanced pro-
gram,” he explained. “Tonight, with all contestants
voted as winners from previous shows, we have five
acts, four of them guitar-and-singing acts. That
doesn’t make for a well-balanced show.”

We found musical director Ricky Hyslop in the
performers’ lounge during a rehearsal break. He was
writing on a musical score on his knee.

“Each week I have to arrange the music for about
80 per cent of the six acts seen nightly,” he said.
“This means I have to rehearse the orchestra and
conduct the show in one place, fly to another to talk
with contestants about their numbers for a show
maybe two or three weeks ahead, then fly to a third
place for the intervening show.”

Actually, Ricky’s work is much more complicated
than that, for he must cope with two “Caravan”
production teams, the other under Claude Baikie.

But one thing is clear: travelling, conducting, re-
hearsing, talking and listening to contestants (many

of whom have never sung with an orchestra before),
and arranging their music keeps Ricky busy. And
what is more, he even does some of the copying for
the 15 instrumental parts needed for each number,
and he has a large callous on his index finger to
prove it.

“Once I liked to compose and arrange with lots of
people and noise around me, at a party or in a
restaurant,” he said. “Then I got too old for that
sort of thing and wanted only peace and quiet to
work. Now— well, I have to do much of my arrang-
ing on planes and trains.”

Ricky stood up. “We usually have a note rehearsal
on Wednesday,” he said. A note rehearsal is one at
which the orchestra rehearses and gets together with
the soloist for the first time. “Unfortunately three of
the soloists couldn’t make the note rehearsal yester-
day so today we have to cut into Drew’s camera re-
hearsal time.”

We followed him as he walked across to the
studio, still scratching on the sheet of music. “One
thing,” he said. “This is better than one of the smaller
centres we played in. The orchestra was stretched
way out on either side of me. The acoustics were so
bad and the rhythm section so far away from me
that by the time I heard the drums ending one num-
ber I was practically conducting the next.”

On the studio floor there was the usual bustle and
confusion of lights and cameras and stagehands—and
competitors who seemed as confused as we always
feel in the seeming chaos of TV efficiency.

“Rut didn’t you get a Musicians’ Union clearance
from your own local?” script assistant Joan Pike asked
a pair of contestants. ( Please turn to page 4)

A musical comedy premiere
on CBC-TV’s “Junior

Magazine”

WHEN CBC Times poked its
inquisitive nose into John

Kennedy’s office he was deep in a
conference with set designer Bob
Hall. Strewn across his desk were
drawings of a New England sea-
coast village as quaint and saucy
as any Cape Cod could produce.
Looking them over we could al-
most taste the salt in the air, smell
the fishy tang of the sea, and ex-
pected to see a laconic old lobster-
man meander around the comer
any minute. From the cobbled
road to the firelit, 18th-century
interiors, it looked like a setting
for a musical comedy.

It was. Kennedy was finishing
plans for a delightful bit of fun
and frolic called The Peaceable
Lion, a project underway in the
Toronto studios for about a year.
It is one of three “specials” Junior
Magazine is presenting this season.
Next year Kennedy hopes to do six
special shows. They are all being
produced in collaboration with
Bruce Attridge.

The Peaceable Lion (Sunday on
most private stations, Saturday on
CBWT) has been adapted by
Marianne Taylor of Toronto from
Mr. Peaceable Paints, a children’s
picture book by Leonard Weis-
gard, a highly regarded American
children’s author and artist. The
show’s lyrics and music were writ-
ten by Fred Rogers, a puppeteer
and musician in New York and
Pittsburg. Both Weisgard and
•Delayed to Saturday, April 9, on CBWT, Winnipeg.

Rogers have been in close touch
with show plans from the start, and
The Peaceable Lion is shaping into
a sprightly bit of entertainment
that should appeal to the whole
family.

When we commented on the
warm appeal of the uncluttered
sets and costumes Kennedy said
they follow Weisgard’s piquant
book illustrations in feeling and
tone, with the accent on simplicity.
The sets have a Hans Christian
Andersen flavour translated into
North American terms. Kennedy
pointed out a wharf scene—sailing
ships tied up at the foot of a
cobbled street lined on either side
with cheerful bow-fronted shops
and inns. Swinging signs overhead
advertised Mr. Coffins Apothecary
Shop, The Rope and Anchor, Mr.
Pettibone’s Meat Shop, Mr. God-
speed’s Fish Market. We noticed
stocks down near the water, and
Kennedy told us they figure in the
story—but amusingly, for there is
no blood and thunder in this tale.
It’s a whimsical, gay one, with a
chase, a bit of suspense, and, of
course, a happy ending.

It begins when a 13-year-old lad
who likes to draw leaves his valley
farm and goes off in search of ad-
venture, all the way down to the
sea and the little village nestling
there on the sound wind-swept,
sleepy, and housing as amusing a
bunch of characters as you would
find in any musical comedy. There
is Mr. Lion, a great, shaggy hunk
of an innkeeper with a kind heart
and a knack for writing verse; his
doting wife; Mr. Dunstable, the
town crier who has a passion for

“We didn’t know,” they said.
“Of course you did,” she said

and efficiently took them under the
wing with which all script assist-
ants must shield temperamental or
inexperienced artists from pre-
show troubles that might cause
jitters. The same wing must also
carry cigarettes for the producer,
a stop watch, and reams of scripts,
c o n t r a c ts, clearances, rehearsal
schedules and so on.

Drew Crossan struck a discord
on the piano. “That’s your note,”
he told host George Murray who
just laughed as he waited to re-
hearse a song with the orchestra.

“You know,” said Drew, “I think
George must have made more fans
by personal contact than any other
TV star in Canada. He’s amazingly
popular.”

“I’m in my final year at the
School of Music,” said a pretty
singer who also plays viola and
piano, and whose attractiveness was
not diminished by being surrounded
with guitar players. “I’ve played
off camera with orchestras before
and I was one of the giggling girls
on Patience on CBC-TV. I like
working on television.”

“We have all sorts of trouble ar-
ranging for transport,” said Unit
Manager Bob Haylock. “There’s
two production teams moving
around the country, there’s the
out-of-town acts to be brought in
to the production centres and rooms
found for them, and maybe worst
of the lot, we only find out last
week’s winner from National Trust
on Tuesday and have to get him,
maybe thousands of miles, to the
production centre for rehearsals on
Wednesday.”

ent. “One of the best things I see
about our shows is the way the
smaller stations are using the
people we find—not just the ones
who make Talent Caravan either,
but those who we rejected, per-
haps because we had too many
acts of one kind. The smaller sta-
tions are often glad to use them.
In general, I think that if we start
working these young people right
away, there’ll be no trouble in find-
ing the 55 per cent Canadian tal-
ent. On Talent Caravan we just
haven’t time to develop and help
the youngsters. Usually they are
too excited to listen, so we keep
the whole thing as simple as we
can. If we gave them instructions
on how to hold their hands and
heads in front of the TV camera,
how to move on a set, and so on,
in time I think many of these kids
could develop into workmanlike
entertainers.

“We do see a lot of imitation,”
Crossan admitted. “It’s natural
that the kids will imitate the stars.
This again is sometimes frustrat-
ing, we haven’t the time to dig out
the real person underneath, but
there again, the talent is very often
present.”

Perhaps no other TV producer
can speak with a wider practical
experience than Drew Crossan.
And the 6,000 to 8,000 letters each
week are representative of a great
many more viewers than that who
like watching the young talent that
Drew Crossan and Claude Baikie
find in their cross-country auditions.

hot chocolate; Mr. Peaceable, the
local artist, who likes “to paint any-
thing, everything under the sun
and the moon and the stars,” and
who does what he likes and likes
what he does; and the Boy, who
wants to learn how to paint the
way Mr. Peaceable does. These
two are involved in some clandes-
tine shenanigans in the dead of
night concerning the upside-down
sign on Mr. Lion’s Topsey-Turvey
Inn. There are others, too, in this
gay little adventure, including
sailors from six ships in harbour.
Choreographer Alan Lund has de-
signed a special ballet for them,
made up of all the different dance
steps they learned in their travels
to foreign parts.

No “Homer”
Says Gallivan

“That sportscaster is sure partial
to the home team,” is an accusa-
tion often levelled against men
such as Danny Gallivan.

Here’s how Gallivan, who de-
scribes the Montreal Canadiens’
games on CBC radio and TV, ex-
plains the situation;

“It’s almost impossible to cover
sporting events and not become
excited when the crowd roars as
the home team scores or makes a
good play. But this doesn’t neces-
sarily indicate partiality on the
part of the announcer. Most sports-
casters try to be fair.

“Sometimes one almost feels
that it’s the accuser rather than
the accused who is actually partial.

“Fans should remember that they
usually hear an announcer doing
home games where about 90 per
cent of the crowd generates excite-
ment at the plays of the home club
but not of the visitors. The an-
nouncer must often shout to be
heard over the noise of the crowd
when the home team scores but
he can probably use a more normal
tone if the visitors score.”

Hockey fans will hear Gallivan
describing the action from the
Montreal Forum when the Stanley
Cup play-offs begin during the lat-
ter part of March. (Bill and Foster
Hewitt will cover the Toronto
home and away games, unless the
latter are in the Forum.) Gallivan
will also cover Montreal “away”
games unless they are in Toronto.

Gallivan will probably have to
shout when the Canadiens are car-
rying the play, and he fears, will
probably be accused of favouring
the home team.

“Funny thing though,” muses
Gallivan, “although some people
have claimed I’m partial to the
Canadiens, others have accused me
of being exactly the opposite.”

Mary Graiman “Retired”?
“Just Mary” moves to CBC-TV after 21 years on CBC radio

Mary Grannan, writer of the
CBC children’s programs Maggie
Muggins and Just Mary, retired
from the Corporation Feb. 26 after
21 years of service. But Maggie
and Mary fans across Canada will
still be able to enjoy the programs
on radio and television. Miss Gran-
nan will continue to write her
shows, on a freelance basis.

Maggie Muggins will continue
on CBC-TV (Tuesdays) and Just
Mary, which has been heard on
CBC radio for 21 years, is to be
seen on CBC-TV, beginning this
Thursday, April 7.

Mary estimates she will spend
five hours each morning in her
apartment in central Toronto, turn-
ing out scripts each week for two
TV shows and one radio show. She
is also preparing another of her
Maggie Muggins books for publica-
tion this fall.

Mary gained her knowledge of
children as a public school teacher
in her native province of New
Brunswick. She began her radio
career in 1935 on CFNB, Frederic-
ton, where she wrote and starred
in a comedy series, Aggravating
Agatha, and began her Just Mary
show. In 1939 she moved to To-
ronto to write Just Mary for the
CBC radio network.

Miss Grannan is considered a
legend by many in the juvenile
book publishing field. She has had
26 children’s books published in
three countries, returning $500,000
in sales to her publishers—an out-
standing record for children’s
books.

In 1951 Mary received interna-
tional recognition for her writing

when she was made an honorary
member of the International Mark
Twain Society.

When Mary read one of her
stories to a group of Toronto school
children the class presented her
with a box of chocolates. As Mary
was leaving, a little boy came up
to her and handed her two cents.

“It’s for you,” he said. “We
were supposed to give two pennies
for the chocolates, but I wouldn’t
pay till I saw you were worth it.”

How Friendly
Giant Was Born

Robert Homme, CBC - TV’s
Friendly Giant, who recently won
two television awards, one in
Canada and one in the U.S., ex-
plains that he came to Canada
after four years of successful pro-
grams in the U.S. “because no U.S.
network had a whole department
devoted to children’s programming,
and I was excited by the prospect
of working with an organization
like the CBC’s children’s depart-
ment.”

Although Homme has been origi-
nating Friendly Giant from the
CBC’s Toronto studios since the
fall of 1958, he started the show
in the United States in 1954.
Films of his American shows are
still being telecast in the States,
which accounts for his eligibility
for the Sylvania Award which he
won in New York in January. Just
a few days later he won a Liberty
Award for the best Canadian chil-
dren’s program.

Homme has also won several
Ohio Awards for children’s educa-
tional broadcasts.

Homme’s “giant” character was
created when he was associated
with educational broadcasting at
the University of Wisconsin. In
preparing a children’s television
show for the university station, he
experimented with miniature sets.

TV Series Also
Historical Record

CBC has awarded a contract to
Robert Anderson Associates, a
Canadian film company, to produce
a series of six half-hour document-
ary films on the last of Canada’s
primitive Eskimos.

Camera crews will travel to the
Felly Bay area of the Arctic to
record the customs and culture of
Eskimos who have not yet been
influenced in their way of life by
the white man.

Robert Anderson, producer of
the series, says; “The series will
create a permanent record of the
vanishing aspects of a Canadian
culture at a time when all other
Eskimos are rapidly being assimi-
lated into the white man’s ways.

“A unique feature of this series,
which is tentatively called The
Last Hunters, is the fact that a
composer will be taken on location
to prepare the first suite of Eskimo
music for use in the programs.

“It is our expectation that we
will be able to record for posterity
the way of life of what might be
called the last of the primitive
Eskimos.”

Director of the series is Doug
Wilkinson, who has lived with the
Eskimos and is one of the few
white men to be adopted by an
Eskimo family. Christopher Chap-
man, who has won awards for his
filming of The Seasons and Quetico,
is cameraman.

Though not particularly big
(5' 8%" and 175 lbs.), Provost is
solid on his skates and a tough
man to knock off stride or to fend
off if he’s checking. His wide
stance gives him unusual balance
and surprising speed.

Provost has a shot best described
as “sneaky fast”, because it’s just
as difficult to handle as the much-
publicized blasts of Geoffrion and
Beliveau.

In this, his fifth year with the
Canadiens, Provost is striving for
his first 20-goal season and has a
reasonable chance to reach that
mark. In spite of the fact that his
line spends most of its playing
time checking the opposition’s top
scoring threats, Provost has 16
goals and 27 assists in 63 games.
His best previous season was 1957-
58 when he scored 19 times and
added 32 assists.

A clutch player, Provost came to
the Canadiens’ rescue on several
occasions in last year’s Stanley Cup
play-offs, netting 6 important goals
in 11 games.

Provost was bom in Montreal on
September 17th, 1933. He’s a
graduate of the Junior Canadiens,
one of seven such on the current
roster and also one of the nine na-
tive Montreal boys on the team.
Though not a rough player, he
rates as one of Blake’s “hardrock”
kids and has contributed greatly to
the team’s success in the past five
years. Dennis O’Neill.
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Martin lavut took a long
swig of hot chocolate. “Acting

is like love, you know,” he said,
leaning back in his chair. “You’ve
got to give a lot to get a lot, but
the main point is to give.”

He speaks from 15 years’ ex-
perience as an actor, but you
would take him for a teenager. He
certainly looks the part: dark hair
falling casually over his forehead,
rigged out in a grey sweater and
slacks, raincoat and muffler, with a
pile of books and scripts piled on
the table in front of him. He has a
slow charming smile that is in-
clined to linger teasingly in his
dark eyes. He left his teens five
years ago, but he still hasn’t shed
his youthful awareness of life, and
this, coupled with his lean look and
unlined face, has usually landed
him in teenage acting roles in radio,
TV and on the stage.

Does he mind? Not a bit. For
him a role is a role, because acting
is in his blood. The “disease,”
which he feels is incurable, is not
an inherited affliction. It was
brought on by very early exposure
to children’s theatre, and inflamed
by years of study and work in the
Pasadena Playhouse in California
and the American Theatre Wing in
New York. Now Lavut is so ad-
dicted to showbusiness (acting,
writing, directing) that he thinks a
cure is impossible. “Oh, I had a
wild idea when I went to Sir
George Williams University in
Montreal that I’d teachEnglish and
write novels,” he told us, “but of
course I couldn’t keep away from
acting.”

He has played juveniles for the
National Film Board, on stage (A
View from the Bridge with Luther
Adler), on radio and TV, including
roles in Radisson, The Unforeseen,
R.C.M.P., Heritage, and G.M. Pre-
sents.

His most interesting role to date,
and, he thinks, the best written, is
the lead in Mordecai Richler’s The
Apprenticeship of Duddy Kravitz
on G.M. Presents this Sunday night.
Producer Harvey Hart says “Lavut
had a remarkable first reading,
winning the Kravitz role from a
large number of contenders.”

Lavut describes Duddy Kravitz
as a fascinating character, a 17-

year-old who feels rejected and has
a driving ambition to be somebody.
He goes to a summer resort in the
Laurentians to work as a waiter,
and in his words, “to make a study
of the hotel business, like.” Duddy
is no slouch. He works hard and
accumulates a small fortune in tips,
but his college-boy colleagues soon
get browned off with his bumpti-
ousness, flashy dress and naive
boasting. One of them gets the
hotel owner’s daughter to help him
involve Duddy in an illegal scheme
—a “sure moneymaker.” Duddy,
now turned into a tough little ani-
mal, falls for the plan.

Lavut is a stickler for authen-
ticity, and just looking the part of
Duddy does not satisfy him. He
has read Richler’s book several
times, and gone over the play with
a fine-toothed comb to get the feel
of the character. He has stalked
around observing teenagers, gone to
teenage dances at the Y.M.H.A.,
and, because he passes as one of
them, has picked up some useful
information about their mannerisms
and attitudes.

“But the thing I have to remem-
ber at 25 playing a 17-year-old boy
is that a boy of that age would be
playing at being 25. It’s like a sober
man playing a drunk—he has to re-
member that the drunk is trying to
appear sober.”

Not long ago Lavut wrote and
directed a documentary film in
Montreal on retarded children. He
gets along well with children. “For
a good chat I prefer the average
child to the average adult. No, no
kidding, I do. If the children are
phoney they tell you that they’re
playing it that way, and you know
where you’re at.

He told us that while acting is
his bread and butter, writing and
photography are his sidelines. He

sold a radio play to Vancouver
Theatre, is working on a television
drama, and has done some shoot-
ing for the National Film Board-
picture stories, mostly, but, having
recently lost his camera, his activity
in this line is at a dead stop.

Give him a book and he’s happy,
he says. “I used to read a book a
day. And magazines, of course. I
like to form my own opinions, so a
couple of weeks ago I didn’t buy
Time and I walked around feeling
great—looked at the birds, breathed
like a free man. Then as Wednes-
day rolled round I began to shake.
Lost my appetite, and when I saw
movie director Ingmar Bergman’s
picture on the cover of the new
edition, that did it. I succumbed
again. I’m an inveterate movie-goer,
too. It’s like drink. I’m lost without
them.”

Had he ever thought of trying
his luck in Hollywood?

“It’s dead. They’ll be burying it
next year. It would be nice to stick
around here. It’s my country. But
it’s unfortunate that an actor here
has to do so much work to make a
living. Oh—don’t get me wrong! It’s
not work I mind. It’s just that an
actor in Canada gets over-exposed
too quickly. If I were interested
only in acting, I’d go to New York.
But I’d like to direct, too, so I’ll
probably stay in Toronto, and, if
my luck holds,” he crossed his
fingers with a quick grin, “I hope
that in about eight years’ time I’ll
be doing some directing and pick-
ing my own acting roles.” He
glanced at his watch. “I’m due at
a rehearsal so I’d better get mov-
ing.”

He gathered up his pile of books,
scripts and magazines (was that
flash of red a coy of Time?), and
loped off.—June Graham.

The Cattle Barons
Members of the “old guard" of Canadian ranching recall the good

old days before the “university cowmen” arrived

less than the asking price, to keep
the land in Canadian hands. But
American ranchers are moving in
regardless, continuing a trend that
started back in 1879.

The world of cowboys, ranchers,
cattle rustlers and outlaws is not a
predominately male world. Project
’6O tells the story of Cecilia Mc-
Ivor, one of the notorious Mc-
Leans, a family of half-breed
cattle rustlers, thieves and mur-
derers. She was a violent young
woman who stabbed her lover
“the darn fool bled to death”—and
got away with it. The Cattle Barons
has been prepared by Hilda Brown.

Monday. “Roving Reporter” also

THE “good old days” of the
hard - riding, hard - drinking

cowboy are fast giving way to
mechanized efficiency. Tuesday
night on CBC radio Project ’6O
spotlights the dramatic story of the
changing atmosphere of the British
Columbia cattle country. Mike Fer-
guson, Slim Campbell and Pete
Barker “not much for talkin’
unless talkin’ horses” are among
the colourful old-timers you will
hear from who have spent 25 years
or more in the saddle in the third
largest cattle range in the world.
They are proud of their profession.

But the old guard is dying put,
replaced by “university cowmen,”
and, says Barker, “they don’t pan
out too good.”

Project ’6O recalls the supporting
role the brass rail has played in
the cattle story. Names on the B.C.
map like Hundred Mile House,
The Ninety-Three and The Fifty-
One all began as stopping places
for the gold coach, the miners, the
gay ladies and the gamblers. After
the gold rush cattlemen drove their
herds northward in search of mar-
kets and land. In a recording
made before her death in 1958
Mrs. Norman Lee, 86-year-old
pioneer, tells the harrowing story
of her husband’s unsuccessful
cattle drive to the Klondike in
1898, when he lost his entire herd
in the freeze-up, and barely sur-
vived himself.

Project ’6O also looks at one of
the big problems of B.C. ranching
today what many Canadians re-
gard as selling out to the American
cattle ranchers. Only last year the
owners of Douglas Lake Ranch
sold out for half-a-million dollars

MUSIC ON RADIO
By Boyd Neel

THE OPERA this week (April
2) from the Metropolitan is

Verdi’s Simon Boccanegra, which
I am delighted to see is being per-
formed in Toronto by the same
Company in June. The Metropoli-
tan have not done this great work
for some years, but it is usually in
the repertoire of most opera houses
thoughout the world. At Sadler’s
Wells it has had great success
since it was revived there some
twelve years ago.

This opera was written origi-
nally in 1857, when it was a com-
plete flop, and little if anything
remains of the original version. In
1881, Verdi, with the help of

Boito, wrote what is some times
referred to as a “revised version”
but it was far more than this and
was, in effect, a completely new
opera. The work we know today

is therefore an opera of Verdi’s
complete maturity, having been
composed between Aida and
Otello, and it contains some of the
most exciting scenes the master
ever devised, chief among them
being the finale of Act 1, which
many think to be superior to the
corresponding scene in Otello. It
is the scene in the Council Cham-
ber of the Doge which has a cer-
tain likeness to the finale to the
third act of the later opera. The
1881 production at La Scala,
Milan, had a fantastic cast includ-
ing Tamagno, Maurel and Edouard
de Reszke. Boccanegra is one of
the greatest baritone roles of the
operatic stage.

The trouble with the piece as a
whole is that the story is so com-
plicated and abstruse that it almost
defies explanation. In the Sadler’s
Wells production, which is in Eng-
lish, it has been slightly altered at
certain points in an endeavour to

Roman Catholics, Anglicans,
Seventh Day Adventists, the
Church of the Nazarene, Mennon-
ites, Christian Scientists, Luth-
erans, Presbyterians, United Church
and Jehovah Witnesses. This is a
situation very encouraging to the
CBC’s Prairie Region program de-
partment and to the producer re-
sponsible for Family Worship, for
behind the program lies the theory
that there are many matters of
faith which can be accepted by all
Christians, regardless of denomina-
tion.

Although Family Worship does
occasionally refer to current events,
the real purpose of the program is
to bring the element of timeless,
eternal verity into the passing
parade of the day on radio.

Family Worship began nearly
ten years ago, the Reverend Irwin
McKinney officiating. When Mr.
McKinney moved to the United
States, the program was continued

by Rev. E. Checkland. The present
speaker took over on February 1,
1954, when Mr. Checkland was
called to a church in Hamilton,
Ont.

Naturally, many people know
the identity of the minister now
officiating on Family Worship.
Nevertheless, he has not been
named on any of the 2,000 pro-
grams he has broadcast, because
of the importance attached to the
non-denominational nature of the
series, which, as indicated, seems
to be one of its most successful
characteristics.

AN UNCONVENTIONAL, cour-
ageous radio play about mar-

riage, which won an Italia Prize,
will be presented this week on
CBC Wednesday Night.

The Quick and the Dead, by
Herbert Eisenreich, was written
originally in German. The English
version to be presented this Wed-
nesday was translated by Toronto
actor Ivor Barry from a copy of
the text in French. Mr. Barry is an
honours graduate in French lan-
guage and literature of the Uni-
versity of Wales.

One of the interesting things
about the play, Barry tells us, is
the fact that it has only two char-
acters. Karin and Felix Hilde-
brandt, a married couple, are on
the brink of middle age. “We over-
hear a very important conversation
they have one evening in their
apartment in a German city after
supper,” he explained. “We are
actually watching the end of an
affair, the rupture of a union. The
two become aware of this rupture
only when their household and
their world is suddenly bereft of
economic success. The husband,
an advertising agent, is judged too
serious and intellectual in other
words, out of date and is shun-
ned by the commercial firms who
have been employing him on a
freelance basis.”

Barry went on to say that “it
now becomes evident that the
material success they enjoyed has
killed their love, and tonight, when
Felix faces his failure, Karin
passes judgment on her marriage,
her husband and herself. At last
she can have this conversation that
she has wanted for so long. She
has never been able to have it be-

cause she has always been frus-
trated by the barrier of whirlwind
social and business activity, en-
thusiasm and optimism behind
which her husband has hidden.
Felix, desperate now, implores
Karin to start again “from zero”
with him. But she can’t. She is no
longer the woman who was in love
with him. What is irrevocable done
cannot be undone.”

Barry pointed out that one of
the unconventional aspects of the
play is the fact that “Eisenreich
gives his heroine monologues of
extraordinary length, and within
them occur imaginary conversa-
tions with her husband. These are
most unusual in that while the
monologue is maintained we can-
not hear the husband, although
we know perfectly well what he is
saying.

“The play,” he said, “is a sort of
balance sheet, showing not figures
but ourselves, our indifference, our
emotional inertia, and the almost
total lack of contact with others
most of us suffer from. When at
the end of the play the wife three
times asks hopelessly; ‘What are

Eisenreich was born at Linz,
Austria, in 1925. He cut short his
studies at the University of Vienna
to devote himself entirely to writ-
ing, but found in his early days
that he had to earn the large part
of his living as a messenger boy
and an office clerk.

1951 he went to Germany, where
he worked in various stations of
German radio, returning to Vienna
in 1956.

He has published a novel, a collec-
tion of short stories, and several
radio plays. The Quick and the
Dead was named best radio play
of the year in a contest organized
in 1955 by Radio Bremen to en-
courage young writers.

make it a little clearer. Such things
as the fact that Simon dies at the
end of the opera of a slow poison
taken much earlier on in the eve-
ning do nothing to make matters
easier for the student.

The play on which the opera is
based was by an author called
Gutierrez, who was also the origi-
nator of the Trovatore story which
is generally held to be the most
involved of all opera plots. Gutier-
rez seems to have had a passion
for lost babies and mistaken iden-
tities. Such plots, of course, have
always been popular in the theatre
from the Comedy of Errors down to
The Importance of Being Earnest
and The Gondoliers and have al-
ways provided plenty of chances
for a composer, as there is gen-
erally a “recognition” scene which
gives scope for the writing of an
emotional duet. Boccanegra is no
exception to this rule and one of
the most beautiful scenes is where
Simon discovers his long lost child.

For the Verdi lover who is not
already acquainted with it, Boc-
canegra is sure to prove an ex-
hilarating revelation on Saturday
afternoon.

It is good to see Sir Thomas
Beecham’s name in the programs
and his concerts on Sunday and
Friday are typical in their com-
position. Two Haydn Symphonies,
a Brahms Symphony, a Mozart
Symphony, a Handel Suite ar-
ranged by himself and the love
scene from Strauss’ Feuersnot. This
latter extract has always been a
favourite of Beecham’s, although
the opera itself is little known out-
side Germany. Sir Thomas, how-
ever, gave it in London in 1910
during one of his seasons and, as
far as I know, that is the only per-
formance which it ever had in Eng-
land. The story was always con-
sidered to be slightly “shocking,”
although the opera never became
a “cause celebre” as did Salome
some years later. I saw a very fine
production of Feuersnot in Munich
just before the last war and I felt
that, apart from the love scene
which we are to hear on Sunday
evening, the opera is really hardly
worth reviving today.

Not many peope realize that when

• I would like to add my com-

ments to a letter in the Mailbag of
the CBC Times, commenting on
Canadian TV plays. J. I. of Husa-
vick, Man., refers to the endings of
some of these plays as “stupid,
moronic and idiotic.”

Why not to the whole show,
because most of these Canadian plays
are just that in the opinion of a great
many viewers. A classic example is
The Importance of Being Earnest.—
L. K., Bosetown, Sask.

The “Canadian” play to which J.
I. objected (“Mailbag” March 20-
26) was Henrik Ibsens “An Enemy of
the People.” Following is another
letter we have received, commenting
on CBC’s production of that play:

• I don’t make a practice of writ-
ing fan letters, but you deserve thanks
for An Enemy of the People, and
encouragement to give us more of
this sort. Within the limits of your
medium, your presentation put Ib-
sen’s essential point across, and
Bethune’s use of the Miller version
seemed to serve your purpose quite
well. From a cast which included
some of your top performers we na-
turally expected excellence; and we
got it—from the principals at any
rate. They formed an ensemble, and
they were convincing even Dr.
Stockmann, though he was made to
look (and sometimes act) like a blond
Fidel Castro, completely devoid of
the humour which Ibsen gave him
in such rich measure. But never mind
—something has to be sacrificed in
TV versions. May I quibble on two
specific points? Why, oh why, must
performers in America distort the pro-
nuciation of “Aslaksen”? (Walter
Hampden did it; perhaps you caught
it from him). Such names as Amund-
sen, Aslaksen, and Anstensen are all
accented on the first syllable. Would
you have the courage to stand on the
stage and deliver yourselves of An-
dersen? More seriously; why did yon
magnify the stones which the mob
threw at Dr. Stockmann’s windows

from pebbles into boulders? Was it
because you felt that his Castroesque
beard had to be matched by nothing
less than paving stones? Ibsen always
despised the mob and, as you know,
made a point of stressing it here;
there were only two decent-sized
rocks in the lot; the rest were mere
pebbles. This contempt is very much
a part of the doctor’s mood as he
“stands alone” at the final curtain. I
think it should have been included.
These points, while important to me
and perhaps to other students of Ib-
sen, may not matter too much to
your general audience. It is evident
that you now have the makings of
quite a respectable repertoire of Ib-
sen’s plays. May we expect a series,
spaced at not too great intervals of
the following; A Doll’s House, Ghosts,
An Enemy of the People, and The
Wild Duck? I think your public would
love it.—A. Anstensen, Professor of
Germanic Languages, University of
Saskatchewan, Saskatoon.
