And, according
to the same source a predicted 70% of the
British public have turntables, so eat your words
big Japanese corporate types who predicted
vinyl's demise!

Of course, since the dance boom of the
early nineties, sales of vinyl have always been
guaranteed. This must be much to the chagrin of
most consumer electronics companies. apart
from Technics of course which has a popular lit-
tle model called the SL-1200 out there in club-
land. Apparently though, it's not just dance
music that's creating the growth.

In the audiophile world, many enthusiasts
soon tired of CD's nasties and ran crying back
to their tonearms and turntables, guilty of a
wayward dalliance. Now it seems the same is
true of the public in general, and | for one can
second this observation. Friends and acquain-
tances who dumped their turntables for some-
thing more domestically pleasing now plead for
a Sunday lunch invitation, to which they'll arrive
laden with dusty LPs recovered from the loft.
It's an afternoon with the GyroDec they're
after; rather than my food and company, not
that | was under any misapprehensions in the
first place! lt may appear that I'm teaching
granny to suck eggs but the advantages of vinyl
over CD are numerous. Not least in the bass,
and those in the dance music business realise
this. | have a selection of various drum ‘n’ bass
12" ‘singles’ which question the structural secu-
rity of my house on a regular basis. DJs won't
touch anything with more then one track per
side with a barge pole, so LPs become collec-
tions of 12" singles. A whole ‘side’ is available for
one track and the result is high level cut with

enormous grooveé excursions, often giving awe-
some sound quality.

The new high resolution formats are sold
on the premise that they'll bring a new dimen-
sion to audio: the idea being that you'll be
brought closer to live music and therefore glean
more emotion from it. | disagree. I've experi-
enced excellent performances from both two
channel SACD and DVD-A, but neither conveys
a sense of 'being there' more than the old
Decca analogue late 50s and 60s recordings.
They have a sense of a live performance with
minimum takes, and include such accidental lux-
uries as stage shuffles, subsonic rumbles of pass-
ing lorries and even 'off-stage’ birdsong! More
and more classical music fans are discovering
through these vinyl recordings that the old ones
are superior.

Never underestimate the power that the
film industry has on the masses - it also appears
the Big Screen is helping to enhance vinyl's lure
to the movie watchers. Both 'High Fidelity'.
adapted from Nick Hornby's novel of a music
obsessed record collector and the new Tomb
Raider film in which the delightful Angelina jolie
possesses a Clearaudio Master Reference
turntable, are helping to bring back vinyl. just
think, when these titles are available on DVD
thousands will be exposed to turntables and
records.

> EC ON THE TRAIL OF THE ‘BIG FIVE’

The long-standing problem of CD price fixing in
Europe looks like it's to be tackled at last. The
music biz's ‘Big Five” (Universal, Sony, Warner,
EMI and BMG) are being closely investigated by
the European Union antitrust team. They are
considering the fact that the quintet could have
conspired to keep software prices in Europe at
an excessively high level, some of the highest in
the world. It is suspected by the European
Commission that competition between the
publishers has been discouraged in a sort of
unofficial, ‘gentlemen agreement’.

A selection of retailers have apparently been

asked to submit purchasing data to the
European Commission for perusal.

The investigation is at an early stage. It could
apparently take up to two years before a
decision is reached.

This new EC investigation was launched
after a similar action in the United States, by the
Federal Trade Commiission, which resulted in the
abandonment of the previous Minimum
Advertised Price scheme for recorded music in
May last year. It also resulted in many lawsuits
against major record labels.

Maestro of the mainstream Sharp has turned its hand to
high-end audio with a £6,000 SACD/CD player and 1-bit
amp package. Simon Pope investigates. . .

t's fair to say that '£6,000' and

'Sharp' rarely appear in the same

sentence, especially when the
former is attributed to a product
from the latter. However, don't rush
down to the optician just yet, as
your eyeshaven't deceived you. This
isn't Sharp's first venture into high
end digital audio - that came with
the launch of its first digital amplifi-
er at £10,000 last year. It's still a
slap around the chops to see Sharp
venturing into the higher realms of
digital engineering, though. The
Japanese giant has already made a
name for itself in the world of
MiniDisc portables - which have
been very well received thanks to

their excellent sound quality - but
the high-end is a different ball park.
They've entered it in form of the
DX-SX| SACD/CD player and SM-
SXI 1-bit digital amplifier, and done
it with an undeniable sense of style.
The styling of both amplifier and
SACD player is a weird mix of edgy.
hi-tech minimalist modernism
combined with a nod to audiophile
credibility. What first attracts the
eye is that protruding lilac item
from the front of the amp, that
looks like it was designed for use on
a rather large-lipped woman. It's
actually a volume control, and one
that will be used, as amazingly,
there's no remote for the amplifier.

This, according to Sharp is
apparently because any type of
remote attributed to an amplifier in
its native Japan is seen as a
downgrade from true high-end
status. Strange one this, as you'd
imagine sound quality would be the
true mettle of a high-end product,
wouldn't you? This fetching lilac
colour is spattered across both
products and is actually quite
appealing. Other stylish touches are
the mirrored front panels, complete
with easy to use metal buttons
(with natty blue-lit surround on the
amplifier to identify the input in
operation).

However, it's round the back

(2 4
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where we find the true claim to
fame of this combination. In what is
a first in any domestic product, the
SACD player can be linked to the
amplifier via a |3 pin connector
which transmits the SACD
Bitstream data. This opens the door
to a problem - namely piracy - a
hot potato as far as new digital
formats are concerned. To
accommodate this, Sharp has
designed the connector as bi-
directional, so that the amplifier
recognises the SACD data from the
connection and vice versa (a sort
of 'handshake') which results in a
short delay whilst each reacquaint
themselves which each other in
SACD mode.The connector will
only transmit SACD data
information, so connection for CD
playback has to be made via one of
the bog-standard’ digital inputs also
found to the rear of the amp -
both optical and coaxial as well as
a Toslink output. One pair of
'speaker terminals are present, and
they're a bit of a nuisance, as 4mm
plugs cannot be inserted into
either the ends or the titchy 2mm
hole found in the main screw shaft,
so bare wire is the order of the
day.

The DX-SX1 SACD/CD player
is, to the best of my knowledge, the

first from outside the Sony/Philips
camp. It's supplied with a remote
control (obviously no stigma when
it comes to players, then) which is
a basic plastic job found with most
budget CD players and nothing
much else in the

way of surprises. The usual outputs
(except the aforementioned |-bit
job) are present, including a
variable analogue option.

E O CLOCK SHARBES

First, a warning. If you give this
combination a listen, make sure
you're using high sensitivity
‘speakers - a minimum of 88dB to
be safe, more like 90dB to get the
best results. Whilst using a pair of
Quad 988 electrostatics (just for
the hell of it, at 83dB!) gleaned
perhaps the most detailed
performance, it was severely lacking
in grip and punch with the volume
set at 3 o'clock! A change to KEF's
Reference One -Two floorstanders
was called for. Although quoted at
50W per channel, our
measurements show that at 8 ohms
the best the SM-SXI could muster
was |5W, and it's not a valve (5W
either, so the sound isn't full and
rich!

Once partnered satisfactorily, |
started with Orbital's 'In Sides' on
CD.This is a nice, clean recording
with a wide frequency range, and

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the Sharp combo picked up on the

intricate detail in the mix. It's a
very forward and exact sound that
some will find cold. But the lack of
warmth is substituted for a detailed
and clean sound that many
associate with high-end audio. It's
exciting as well, rhythms are strong
and fast but lacking in clout

(thanks to the puny output

of the amplifier). If you
crank it though, you'll get
a roughish sort of digital
sound that verges on the
harsh, especially at climaxes.
This was demonstrated best with
the guitar rumpus of Green Day.
Although separation and image
depth were good, and the drums
were analysed with excellent detail,
vocals and guitars on the heavier
tracks were edgy and blurred
around the edges.

Moving on to SACD with the

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| -bit connection in operation, | fed
a Harmonia Mundi disc of
Beethoven's third piano concerto
into the player. Again detail and
presence were highlights, with
phrasing of the violins brought to
the fore through sheer detail.
Knowing that woodwind
instruments are one of SACD's
selling points, | wasn't that
surprised to hear realistically
flighty flutes and rich yet light
clarinets and bassoons bobbing
away to the rear of the mix, but |
was impressed with the way the
Sharp combo delivered it. Another
SACD in the shape of Clare
Martin's 'Take My Heart' on Linn
Records again had the Sharp
delving the detail depths. Martin's
vocals were precise and forward
but again erred to the shrill at
climaxes, due more to the amp, |
fear, than the recording or SACD
player.

There's no mistaking the detail
and insight this combination brings

to music, but to keep up with the
similarly priced opposition, Sharp
need to do better, especially in the
amplifier technology. Admittedly
the digital amp phenomenon is still
in its infancy but people expect
more clout and drive from an amp
than the SM-SX| can deliver at
present. Using the two of them as
separate components, | found the
SACD player the better of the pair,
with insight and detail retrieval up
there with the best, although its
CD sound is a bit harsh compared
to SACDs. The amp suffers from
lack of power and coldness,
especially at high volumes, but still
matches the DX-SX1 in the low
level detail department.

It's hard to imagine what kind
of market Sharp is after here, apart
from those with a high disposable
income, of course. It's a mixed bag.
Dyed-in-the-wool audiophiles will
treat the digital amp process with
a certain amount of trepidation, as
it's still in the early stages and

i review

can't deliver the power that many
need to match their existing
equipment. And more mundanely
perhaps, they won't go for its
‘minimalist space age' look. Those
who crave that studious, analytical
quality in hi-fi (neck brace, hot-
spot types) may well warm to its
coldness, whereas those who like
music with emotion may want
more. Whatever. It's an important
product as far as both hi-fi and
Sharp are concerned and they
should be praised for having the

guts and confidence to go for it. ll &

HOW SHARP’S
DIGITAL 1-BIT AMP
WORKS

Sharp's SM-SX| uses the concept of
the class-D operating system, but
employs |-bit signals to control
switching of the fixed voltage power
instead of the usual PWM signals of
other digital designs (which have an
analogue-like width on the time axis
and are used to control the
switching in ordinary class-D). A
delta-sigma Dynamic Feedback
circuit feedbacks fluctuations of

voltage power to a 7th order delta-
sigma modulation LS| chip and

corrects the |-bit signal in real time.

The amplifier creates the |-bit
signal faithful to the input data by
sampling delta-sigma modulation.
As the diagram to the left
shows, the control signal is fed from
the LS| chip to a high speed
switching circuit and results in the
amplified switching signal being
finally fed to a low pass filter
network, This large filter converts
the digital switching signal into an

analogue signal and is fed out to the
‘speaker s, This process means
there's no analogue amplification
from rhe signal input right through
to the ‘speaker oULpULS.

Digital amps benefit from
power efficiency due to their
relatively simple ON/OFF switching
operation. Incoming data in effect
controls the DC power supply level,
so box size is kept to a minimum
but with maximum efficiency - both
good selling points for many of

today'’s consumers. [l &

David Price has a swinging time
with Unison Research's brand
new S.6 parallel single-ended
integrated tube amplifier.

nsurprisingly, Hi-Fi World

often gets labelled a 'valve

magazine' thanks to our pen-
chant for little glass bottles that glow
in the dark.As a result, we're regular-
ly contacted by tube amp manufac-
turers and distributors asking for a
review. We duly find ourselves agree-
ing, then listening and measuring the
review sample, then pulling the
review - simply because it isn't good
enough to feature, let alone recom-
mend.

The trouble is, standards are often
shockingly bad in the wonderful
world of valves. There are a lot of
chancers and fly-by-nighters who lash
up old textbook designs with poor
quality components and charge a
fortune in the hope of making a fast
buck. Time and time again we come
across this sort of product, and are
then forced to refuse it 'the oxygen
of publicity', lest some poor sod buy
one! So it takes a good one to make
it to print.

It's all the better then when we
find ourselves reviewing decent valve
amps. Having been long in the game,
we can tell when something's a
lemon or a plum.And years of
reviewing experience has taught us
that anything from Unison Research
invariably falls into the latter
category. This ltalian manufacturer of
over fifteen years experience never
seems to do a duff amp. Moreover,
every new creation seems even more
special than the last. The £1,600 5.6 is
no exception to the rule.

Handmade with a heavy gauge
metal chassis, stainless steel baseplate
and the best solid hardwoods finished
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with natural organic

lacquers (not just for effect,
because as well as looking
great, the timber damps the
chassis t00), it's a sight for
sore eyes. Unfortunately its
brick outhouse construction
will give you a sore back too
- much of its
330x450x200mm, 25kg bulk
is taken up by its hefty output
transformer and mains power supply.

The S6 is an integrated amplifier,
meaning you get a volume control
and source selector (complete with
mad precision-turned stainless steel
knobs), a tape monitor and a full
wireless remote control. To those
tube users who feel lucky to have an
on-off switch, this thing feels as
sumptuous as a Maserati Biturbo with
all the options. You even get a metal
valve guard as standard, which hinges
up and down effortlessly for easy
access and doesn't impede air
circulation,Very classy, so it's a shame
the power switch is a rather Heath
Robinson affair stowed round the
back next to the IEC mains input
socket.

Unusually at this price, the new
Unison is a parallel single-ended
design, producing a very substantial
35W (claimed - see our
measurements) per channel. The
preamp stage uses two direct
coupled ECCB82 triodes, while three
EL34EHs per channel handle the
power amplification duties. The
output tranny is a bespoke Unison
Research affair that's hand wound at
the factory, and taps for both four
and eight ohm 'speakers are fitted.

The designers claim the shortest

possible signal paths have been used,
and all connections to the outside
world are gold plated for the best
electrical contact.

Unison recommend switching the
amp on with the volume control set
to minimum, which will hardly fill high
end speaker owners with confidence,
but the good news is that if you
forget to heed the advice (which of
course | did the second time |
powered her up) you should be
greeted with little more than a dull
thud. Just as well for me, considering
a single tweeter in my reference
Yamaha NSI1000Ms costs over £200!
Those in the know will doubtless be
questioning my sanity by now - 'what
the hell's he doing using those things
with a valve amp?' Well, you'd be right
- the Yams have a highish 91dB
sensitivity (therefore go loud with
relatively little power) but are big,
bad muthas in terms of the load they
present to a power amplifier. Their
impedance drops low enough to trip
the protection circuitry on half
decent transistor monoblocks
{(Audiolab 8000Ps, Naim NAP|60s),
so any valve amp that can drive them
is definitely of the hairy chested
variety. Much to my approval, you can
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The original Q Series won so many
awards that it was tempting to leave well alone.

We improved the Uni-Q" driver array
witht an acoustically  purer  polypropylene
midrange cone, and a high trequency unit
with a more powertul magnet for greater
aceupagy at high volume. We fine-tuned the
crossovers for even smoother response, and
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review

count the 5.6 in that category!

Of course, I've come across a few
tube amps that have performed the
miraculous feat of not going pop at
the merest whiff of my Yams. |
reviewed a mad Russian Omak push-
pull design back in 1995 and that
didn't bat an eyelid, but then again it
was probably once part of a Soviet
radio transmitter back in the 1930s -
it certainly looked that way! Unlike
the Omak though, the Unison neither
looks nor sounds quite as
agricultural. Fed by a Michell Delphini
phono stage, the result was quite the
opposite. Kicking off with an
innocuous bit of power pop, Blondie's
‘Union City Blue' instantly impressed.
Even at low volumes | found the S.6
extremely listenable - music flowed
out of the speakers in an effortlessly
organic way.Aside from the unusually
clear, hear-through acoustic, | most
enjoyedDebbie Harry's voice, which
was amazingly direct and up-front, yet
so clean and unsullied.

In other respects, the S.6 was just
as satisfying. Obviously coloured,
there's definitely that EL34 sepia tint
that you also hear on other similarly
aspirated amps. It is, however, more a
patina than a full-on blind, as the
Unison lets you discern a wide
variety of tonal flavours. While lacking
the sheer hear-through transparency
of more expensive AudioNotes, you
nevertheless get an inkling of how
real music can sound if it's spared
transistors. Lead guitars had a rough,
grainy feel which contrasted Debbie's
earthy vocals and the saccharine
sound of those hi-hat cymbals. Rather
than smoothing out or hardening up
everything, the 5.6 you left in no
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doubt there were shades inbetween,
which is an impressive feat for
anything anywhere near its price.

Indeed, it proved a joy with a
whole range of acoustic music.
Female vocals are where parallel
single-ended tubes excel, as the
Unison so ably demonstrated. Kate
Bush's 'December Will Be Magic' was
gripping from start to finish - | felt
'direct coupled' to that voice, which
wafted louchely out of my speakers
with an eerie presence.Then | put on
some classic R&B in the shape of Soul
Il Soul's
'Keep On
Moving'
and - hey
presto - O
the Unison S Yy ARAR 124
worked its
spell again. It was like you could swim
in those harmonies...

What then of the other things
which amplifiers must do, such as
keeping control of proceedings? Well,
considering this is a tube amp and
not a brace of Naim NAPI35s, it did
an admirable job. Frankly, you're not
going to get transistor levels of
dynamics and grip from valves - even
the very best can't match a good
mid-price tranny amp like the Cyrus
7/PSX-R | had on standby. But many
similarly priced tube amps are far
inferior to the S.6 in this respect.

Go back to the beginning of 'Keep
on Moving' and the opening bass
sequence is - let's be honest here -
loose and a trifle overblown - but it
does manage to retain a coherent
sense of rhythm that even many
solid-state amplifiers lack. Although
hardly the grippiest of basslines, it

somehow syncopates rather
successfully with the looped
snares further up the frequency
spectrum Again it's that 'ole PSE
magic - cue up 4Hero's ‘Universal
Love' and the intricate snare/hi-
hat/rim-shot patterns come over
wonderfully lucidly. They do with
Naim amps too, but somehow
both products get there from
completely different starting
points. Despite having less
obvious grip, the Unison manages
to cohere the music's rhythms
together like few products at any
price.

Okay, so bass is a bit
woolly, soundstaging a little
constrained, imaging a touch
vague and the overall dynamics
curtailed.Yes indeed, the S.6 suffers
all these trad tube maladies, yet it still
manages very successfully to
transcend them thanks to its
strengths elsewhere. Its strong,
confident power delivery, wide tonal
palette, sweetness, warmth, rhythmic
alacrity and deliciously clean, open
sound more than compensate.
Indeed, you could say Unison
Research'’s $.6 is valves without tears.
One of the few tube amps around
that will drive difficult Ioads

reasonably loud, it can confidently be
slotted into most home hi-fi systems
and work straight out of the box.
Thus installed, you'll soon start to
appreciate its obvious talents, and yet
you won't miss your previous solid
state amp too much either. Matched
with reasonably sensitive
loudspeakers and a clean, neutral
source, this thing could well prove a
revelation. At the price, it's easily the
best tube amplifier I've heard, and is a
good enough all-rounder to make
even hardened transistor users sit up
and listen. Heartily recommended.

Not only do you
get a wealth of facilities, including a
proper CD player, tuner and amplifier,
in a case the size of a shoebox, but
it sounds the business too.

As a self contained hi-fi system,
the £995 Classik has all you need for
great sound out of the box. Lurking
inside its beautifully hewn metal
casing is a CD player with a Delta
Sigma DAC, plus a 75W amplifier
with extensive input options,a
headphone output, twin sets of
speaker terminals for biwiring,
and even a decent pair of 2.5m
speaker leads terminated with plugs!
There's also an AM/FM tuner with 80

user definable presets and a digital
signal strength meter.Then there's
the remote control unit that offers
everything from Treble, Bass and
Balance controls to independently
switched Listen and Record
selectors. There's a digital clock with
timer and sleep functions, which also
controls a switched AC outlet on the
back panel. This, Linn points out,

Will Linn's new entry-level standmounting loudspeaker fend off the best of
the rest? Simon Pope gives the Katan a blast.

irst came the Kan, then the

Tukan, now it's the turn of the

Katan to fly Linn's bookshelf
loudspeaker flag. The Katan was
launched with the Ninka, a large infi-
nite baffle floorstander that recently
impressed us with its bass depth and
taut, fast sound. It also looked much
better than the company's previous
efforts. This also goes for the Katan.
Gone is the ‘square’ appearance of
the Tukan, and in its place is an
attractive tapered cabinet with fixed
metal grilles over the drivers - far
better than the old granny's tights
that had to be stretched over the
Tukans with the aid of an elastic
band!

The Katan is a two-way bass
reflex design (unlike the closed
cabinet Ninka) featuring a new dome
tweeter with a neodymium magnet,
plus a new polypropylene mid/bass
unit with a strong die-cast chassis and
dual field shaping magnets. The
drivers are fully shielded to ensure
placement next toa television for A/V
applications. Like the Ninka a choice
of reversible connection boards
beneath the inputs link the terminals
for either single or bi-wire passive
and bi-amped active playback, where
the inputs will link directly to the
drive units and bypass the crossover.

Described as a bookshelf, wall
mount or standmount ‘speaker, |
found the Katan worked best
between four to eight inches from a
rear wall. Another trait of the Katan |
noticed, which our measurement
confirmed, was that they need a bit
of power to drive them. 4W valve
amps are not the order of the day
here, so | used Linn's own LK85
power amp and a 200W Meridian
557 power amp to glean the best

from them. | would recommend a
minimum of 60W per channel,
otherwise you may find your amp
gain set at 3 o' clock! These
'speakers perform best with punchy
rock or pop such as Green Day's
‘Dookie' or Blur's 'Best Of, both of
which | played through Meridian's
206.24 CD player.What | heard was a
fast and vibrant sound similar to the
Ninka, but lacking the obvious bass
depth of the floorstanders - although
there's lower bass here than the
Tukans could muster. The sound was
also a tad thinner, in that vocals
lacked a bit of warmth and guitars
could sometimes sound edgy. What
these 'speakers did exceptionally well
was keep time and deliver the music
with excellent staging and clarity.
There's no woolly bass flab found in
many other reflex designs here - even
when close to a rear wall, there was
very little boom, although there is
some 'bloom'. Tracks like Blur's
furious 'Song 2' sounded grippy and
controlled, with a terse, visceral
presence.

Moving to classical chamber
music in the form of Borodin's string
quartets on vinyl, the Katans showed
a good sense of detail but phrasing
wasn't absolutely the best, due to a
little greyness present that drained
acoustic instruments of their natural
timbre. This didn't distract too much
from the performance but it wasn't
as accomplished a sound as the larger
and slightly softer sounding Ninkas.
Orchestral music like Stravinsky's
Rite Of Spring , while exciting and
forceful, suffered from a closed in
sound that couldn't escape the boxes,
despite being perfect in imaging and
detail. But orchestral fullness in the
recording (Boulez with the Cleveland

Orchestra
ona DG
CD) was lost
somewhere along the line.

Like many Linn products, the
Katans are excellent rock 'speakers
with oodles of punch and excitement.
Used with at least 60W of power
they'll sound fluid and controlled,
giving life to anything you wish to
chuck at them. Like previous Linn
'speakers, they don't quite give
classical music their full attention but
will still sound highly detailed, if not
over-warm. Overall I'd say they're an
improvement on the slightly thin
sounding Tukan, and well worth a
listen if this is the sort of 'speaker
you're looking for.

et’s get the bad news out of

the way with first. Unlike it's

big brother, the 940, the new
Sony CDP-XB740E is not a Super
Audio Compact Disc (SACD) player.
Perhaps that’s asking too much for a
player costing £200 at this stage in its
development. Neither does it feature
Sony’s intriguing fixed laser transport,
whereby the disc passes over the
laser rather than vice versa. However,
Sony hasn't been idle in improving
their QS range CD player.The
removal of the headphone socket and
associated PCB and level control
should make for less interference
inside the machine. Sony also claims
an upgrading of capacitors, resistors,
wiring and damping materials. A
glimpse inside shows typically neat
construction, although don't expect
Marantz Kl Signature quality compo-
nents on the cheap, despite improve-
ments. This is also Sony’s cheapest
machine to feature their 24bit vari-
able coefficient digital filter, allow-
ing the user to subtlety
adjust tone .characteris-
tics. Key rivals

Kenwood DPF-3030 (£180), NAD

The dynamic, but slightly bright
"Absent Minded Friends’ by Moloko
set the ball rolling. Immediately
apparent was a strong taut bassline
that successfully gave the track
suitable bounce. Separation was good
even through the more complex
passages. Less impressive was a
‘glassy’ element to vocal
reproduction, which spoiled
otherwise fine projection.As I've
found before with Sony products,
changing the filter setting didn’t have
a profound effect upon the over all
balance. Setting 2 emphasised the
slightly harsh treble reproduction,
whilst setting 3 simply appeared to
veil the music. In short, | found the
filter at its best left in the 'std’
position.

Turning back the clock, my next
choice of disc was Nina Simone’s
‘Why (the king of love is dead)’. As
anyone familiar with the song will
testify, it's an emotionally charged
performance. Sadly though,
the 740 failed to truly
capture this. Technically,
with regards to

price, the
piece was
extremely well
presented. The sound
staging showed a fine lack
of constraint with particularly
fine height of sound apparent.
‘Red Spaces’ by Lobe (from the Swim
Team label) suited the Sony to a far
greater extent. The Ambient nature of
the track allowed the 740 to excel at

what it's best at. The upper bass

response was particularly strong, and
whilst real bass weight was absent,
I've yet to hear a CD player at
anything like this price do better.

The brilliantly titled 'Lucille Has
Messed Up My Mind’, by the
inimitable Frank Zappa provoked a
mixed response. The track was
transparently reproduced with fine
percussion detail in particular. No
complaints about the timing, either,
with the strong upper bass driving
the piece through with gusto. Less
good, however, was the vocal
performance. It was rather blandly
portrayed, missing out on subtle
nuances of voice.

I've no doubt that the Sony
would give many years of faultless,
consistent performance, yet musically
it's something of a mixed bag. If your
tastes are focused more toward the
Classical or Dance genres, then
there's much to recommend the 740.
Fine timing, a spacious sound stage
and good definition are the main
attributes. However, for those who
listen to a vocal based source of
music, it's rather less convincing. By
no means a bad machine then, but
just make sure you get a listen to the
opposition before taking the plunge.

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Noel Keywood listens to Castle’s
latest ‘speaker in the Classic series,

a revamped version of an old friend.

he arrival of Castle’s new

Howards in the office was

greeted with anticipation by
me. The Howard is one of those long
standing designs with a set of qualities
| like. Each new iteration is not only a
welcome chance to reacquaint myself
with this entertaining floorstander,
but also an opportunity to see just
how Castle might have moved the
game on, Castle are obviously happy
with the design too, since it's now up
to version three, full name Howard
S3.

It was stimulus | needed to spend
a few hours sorting out my much
loved but slightly feared 300B valve
amplifier, because the Howard is
something of a ‘perfect load’ as far as
amplifiers are concerned. As such it's
a great match for a valve amplifier, but
equally perfect for transistor
amplifiers too - just one of its
strengths. [t will get the best from any
amplifier and is one of the few
loudspeakers currently available that
can do so. The Howard might not
look radical, but underneath its
conventional exterior Castle have
built a clever and advanced
loudspeaker that in the past has
delivered fine results. | looked
forward to testing this new version.
At 992mm the Howard is tall.

Luckily it is narrow at 210mm and not
too deep either, at just 320mm. So it
doesn’t loom large in the room and
consumes little real estate. Behind a
small front grille lie just two drive
units in a normal enough arrangement
comprising bass/midrange and
tweeter. But there’s grille in the top
panel too and here things get
interesting. The top unit handles most
of the audio range and fires up at the
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ceiling. Bouncing sound off the ceiling
adds some height to the sound stage,
making it seem more expansive and
also more solid and plausible, | found.
But that's not all. This upward firing
unit also drives a long bass line that
ports onto the floor, beneath the
loudspeaker. This novel arrangement
is responsible for the Howard’s fine
bass and excellent load character-
istics.

In a nutshell then, the Howard is a

high quality two-way, with augmented
bass and stereo imaging. It might
sound simple but there’s a lot of
special cabinetwork that you become
aware of when unpacking: these
‘speakers are heavy, weighing 25.5kgs
(56lbs) apiece. Each cabinet has a
large port in its bottom face that
exhausts onto a plinth. The plinth
must be screwed to the bottom of
the loudspeaker, spacers holding the
two apart by around 4mm to allow
the port to ‘see’ the outside world.
Large spikes can be screwed into the
base to aid stability.

Two sets of shielded heavy duty
terminals cater for bi-wiring. There
are no links to allow the use of a
single cable. The crossover networks
use a couple of very large iron-cored
inductors, high quality capacitors
glued down and hard wiring. Castle
solder all connections, even to the
drive units. It's a high quality
crossover, thankfully not so complex
as to be riddied with components.
The cabinets are beautifully finished,
in keeping with the high overall
standard of quality adopted for the
Howard, since this is their flagship
model in the Classic range.

| measure loudspeakers before
listening to them - and measurement
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HOWARD’S

says a lot. Castle tell me their carbon
fibre drive units are a new design
over which they've spent a lot of
time.Working with a soft dome
tweeter the new drivers give an
exceptionally flat frequency response
and doubtless Castle are proud of
this. It's an approach fast becoming
popular amongst U.K. manufacturers
- if they can boast extreme accuracy,
why not? My observation on this,
drawn from my own experiences
designing our kit loudspeakers, is that
it gives a glassy bright tonal balance.
Orchestral strings are moved forward
and given a more prominent role in a
performance, with some edginess at
times creeping in, probably from a
5kHz peak attributable to the
‘whizzer cone’ Castle use. However,
the Howards have real transparency
and stage depth. From the Righteous
Brothers singing You've Lost that
Loving Feeling through to Toni

Braxton’s Spanish Guitar, vocalists
come over as full in body and healthy
in voice. Instruments are layered
backward in the mix and choirs fill
the room convincingly. The upward
firing drivers help embody singers by
strengthening central images, whilst
also lifting the sound stage. They also
fill the room with sound, making the
Howards sound equally good
whether you're sitting, standing - or
even out of the room! Apart from
being very insightful and detailed the
Howards paint an expansive picture
that conveys an impressive sense of
scale. This is uncommon and a feature
of the ‘speaker that sets it apart.
From Rock through to Classical these
loudspeakers sound nothing other
than impressive; there’s little like
them.

Creating a sense of scale demands
good, deep bass too. The Howards
have this in plenty. Their quarter wave
transmission line gets low and notes
step down with real authority. It’s
always a treat to hear a good, large
speaker almost breathe bass into the
room, bass so low you feel it gently
moving the fabric of your
surroundings. Cesar Franck's
intriguing Choral No2, played on the
organ of the Basilica of Saint Sernin,
Toulouse, through these ‘speakers had
the sort of grandeur that makes this
work complete, the organ majestically
stepping down to its | 6ft pipes which
the Howards reproduced as a 32Hz
rumble that seeped through the
building. Impressive stuff.

| knew from measurement though
that there was likely to be some box
colouration from a broad peak in the
output of the upward firing driver,
and this was so. Modern digital
recordings in particular, like George
Michael’s Roxanne from Songs from
the Last Century sounded a little box
bound. From Eddy Grant's Electric
Avenue, spinning at 45rpm, to the
very clean, close-miked and powerful
digital recording of the Overture of
Wagner's Reinzi from Teldec, kick

drum to kettle drum had the Howard
sounding a trifle coloured. It can be
over excited, Mission’s Cyrus 7 solid-
state amplifier getting more power
out of the low impedance bass
section than my valve 300B amplifier,
producing a fruitier sound as a result.
As loudspeaker cabinets get bigger
and loading arrangements more
complex, colorations like this tend to
creep in. It's a small price you pay for
the Howard’s complexity.

Castle have pursued an interesting
design aim with the Howard. This is a
loudspeaker wrought to present
music with a sense of scale;it's not
just a bigger box with more drivers,

like so many top of the range models.

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As soon as you spin a disc, you'll hear that Naim's CD5 is a
Compact Disc player at the height of its powers, says David Price.

egardless of fad or fashion,

Naim has ploughed its own

furrow for over twenty five
years. If buyers, dealers and reviewers
want to come on board that's fine,
but the company has never once pan-
dered to the hi-fi business's whimsical
ways.

The Naim sound holds that
rhythmic and dynamic accuracy is
paramount, and all else is secondary.
It's something they once shared with
Linn. Of the two, Naim has been its
stronger proponent.As well as
making audio equipment, Naim has
become something of a hi-fi
paradigm. In the same way most
motorists know the difference
between, say, a Volvo and a BMW
driver, so audiophiles talk in terms of
‘Naim owners'. A cliche maybe, but |
challenge you to go into someone's
house, notice a brace of NAPI35s,
and not know how they like their
music!

Naim styling always struck me as
something of a missed opportunity. It
wasn't as if the company was
skimping on the looks to invest
money elsewhere - because the build
of the higher end stuff (such as the
CDX | reviewed last year) is
supreme. It's just that the company
seemed either unconcerned or even

wary of 'styling’ its products lest
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people start buying them because
they looked nice - perish the
thought!

Well, the advent of the NAP500
was obviously an important moment.
Not only did it represent a nod to
the high end, but also introduced a
new aesthetic template which Naim's
lesser models have gone on to adopt.
The entry level '5' range - as
someone once said - wears it well,
My first encounter with the sculpted
contours of the fascia, divided into
three clearly delineated regions, was
courtesy of the NAIT 5 - and what a
happy occasion that was. With its die-
cast Zinc and aluminium
(58.4x432x301 mm) casework, and
tactile, backlit control buttons. The
CDS5 is no less impressive to look at
and touch.

The quality continues inside. Naim
has paid great attention to the
stability of the RF signals read by the
laser, resulting in a suspended
transport and low mass magnetic
puck clamping system. Paths between
critical components are said to be as
short as possible, and meticulous
attention has been paid to earthing
and mains issues.

There are fourteen low-noise,
regulated power supplies on the CD5
main circuit board, separate digital
and analogue transformer windings
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plus additional screening to reduce
the intrusion of RF interference.
Mechanical engineering is no less
thorough - aside from that beautifully
hewn, low resonance casework, there
are 'low-energy-transfer' feet,
physically decoupled circuit boards
and a CDX-style glass reinforced
front loading drawer mechanism.
Finally, as with all other Naim
products, you can add a Flat-Cap, Hi-
Cap or even a Super-Cap external
power supply to be connected to the

analogue circuitry.

SOUND QUALITY

Generally, when people talk about
Compact Disc players, they think in
terms of two generic types - 'smooth’
and 'lively’. The former often have a
drooping frequency response and get
their inoffensive sonics simply
because they don't excavate much of
the dynamic and timing information
on the disc. The latter may seem to
do great things in the detail
department, but this is often because
of the artificial edge their noise and
distortion adds.

To understand the CDS, you have
to think beyond this. In one respect
it's very slick, with no piercing upper
midband nasties whatsoever.Yet in
another way it is amazingly fast and
engaging - not because of any added



digital hash, but rather down to its
supreme grip and speed. It treads a
brilliantly judged path between the
blood-on-the-carpet dynamism of

eighties multi-bit, and the slickness of

nineties Bitstream.

Scritti Politti's 'Lover to Fall' is a
complex exercise in sequenced drum
programming, to which some pretty
elaborate keyboard patterns are
added. The result is an intricate piece
of pop that can ali too quickly
become a torture track for some CD
players. Indeed, even at the CD5's
price point, many players just gloss
over many of the song's rhythmic and
dynamic intimacies. | can count only
two players at this price point which
have successfully negotiated it to date
- Arcam's FM} CD23 and Meridian’s
506.24. Well, now there's a third.

When a note starts, the CD5 will
be the first player in its price bracket
to tell you about it. Likewise, that
note's sustain and decay are carried
superbly too. All this information is
then sewed togethei in a fantastically
coherent and natural way, giving a
tremendously engaging sound.

Indeed, while the Naim lacks the
almost unipivot-like (I hope this
analogy still means something even to
non-vinyl users!) fluidity of the Arcam
and the wonderfully warm, open and
expansive soundscape of the
Meridian, it blows both into the
weeds in its ability to impart this
song's deliriously complex rhythmic
inflections. Crank the volume up, sit
back and prepare to be amazed - it's
a gas!

Winding my way through my CD
collection, | was amazed by the
wealth of detail the CDS threw out.
Compare two average thousand
pound CD spinners using Grace
Jones’ "My Jamaican Guy' and one
might sound a little more
communicative than the other, but
generally the differences aren't huge.
But the Naim proved no ordinary joe
- positively bursting with stuff I'm
sure | hadn't heard before (little bits
at the back of the mix, subtle

rhythmic shifts and flurries), it didn't
have me entertained and amused so
much as transfixed.

And still it gets better. While it's
undoubtedly the most transparent
sounding machine in its price point,
the CD5's party trick is the way it
sews all this mass of information
together in a way that makes
complete sense. Some have called it
clinical - but | don't think this is fair -
it isn't just an efficient communicator
but a gifted performer in its own
right. It's both technically
accomplished and in tune with the
music's emotion. This is why it works
so well with so many different types
of music - from T Rex's 'Cosmic
Dancer' to Michael Hedges' 'Aerial
Boundaries'.

Such is the essence of the CDS.
It's a Naim and it sounds like one - it
isn't as neutral or impassive as, say
Copland's CDA289, or as even
handed and level headed as the
Meridian 506.24. Its bass isn't the
most natural and organic sounding -
indeed it can sometimes sound a
littie synthetic - but it's as tight and
supple as you'll get under two grand.
It doesn't have an awful lot to tell
you about the tonal and textural
delights of a recording either, but its
capacity to move and groove you is

simply sublime.

Another beautifully designed,
manufactured and voiced product
from Naim then.

Is vinyl really making a comeback? Noel Keywood looks

at new figures from the music biz that suggest it is.

Meanwhile, other formats plummet. . .

was intrigued to see a report on
BBC Breakfast News giving

The story was that vinyl sales were
on their way up, fuelled by Scratching
and Dance.

However, just to confuse matters
some of them also spin at 45rpm and
rotational speed isn't clearly marked. |
bought a ‘single’ (Cevin Fisher, It's a
Good Life) that spins at 33rpm one
side and 45rpm the other! As Simon
Pope points out in his editorial this
month, when running times are short,
cutting engineers will allow massive
groove excursions, making for dra-
matic sound quality.

It's curious that rotational speed
suddenly seems to have become
unimportant to a generation of buy-
ers. Here, it seems, the market isn't
constrained by old practices and
ways, appealing instead to a new user
not weaned on pernickety belt drives
where changing speeds is a ‘get out
and get under job’, but on the
Technics SL1200 which moves effort-
lessly from 33 to 45 rpm at the flick
of a switch. The only problem with
this hypothesis is that a new Technics
SL1200 M3D costs a cool £600 or

so, whilst the outgoing model is £400.
This turntable apart, it isn’t clear
what the Dance crowd use to play
their vinyl, other than budget turnta-
bles lying around the house, remnants
from an old midi-system, or newcom-
ers like the Project Debut, as well as
Far East cheapos like Limit and
Sherwood. It’s a peculiarly ill defined
market at present, but with 8.5million
discs finding their way into UK
homes last year there are more
turntables being used now than for a
long time. The BPI tell us that “the
UK singles market was second only
to Japan and was 6% larger than
North America’s”. Something is going
on out there.

What about 33rpm LPs? The
Onxford Street Virgin Megastore had
none in their entrance and just a
desultory collection elsewhere. They
still think MiniDisc is about to get big,
judging by their displays. Wakey,
wakey.

HMV had a healthy stock of LPs.
| guessed around 40% of current
releases were covered, looking at
lines of LPs stacked alongside CDs in
the crucial entrance area.The B.P).

producing LPs and HMV is the place
to go for them. This is likely due to
HMV’s historic link with EMI, who
still press LPs at Hayes, Middlesex -
and make a fine job of it. If there are
no LPs in your local shop then it’s
quite likely down to their stocking
policy, rather than real availability. LPs
are a minority interest now, they are
heavy and take up space, so you may
have to travel for them.

Prices of LPs hover around the
£15 mark, sometimes rising to £25.
HMV had some vinyl LP classics in
their racks but they were distributed
into musical categories around the
edges of the store mostly, so if you
choose to visit these superstores you
will have to search around.

The curious story of vinyl's
revival isn't being repeated elsewhere
Prerecorded MiniDisc sales are plum-
meting, and so are pre-recorded cas-
sette sales, both down over 40%.

It's looking good for the LP.
Dance singles appear to be re-intro-
ducing a whole generation to the
turntable and vinyl disc. The dramatic
sound quality of 12in singles, especial-
fy at 45rpm, is likely a factor in all
this. If the LP does survive because of
the single it'll be a surprising conclu-
sion to a long drawn out decline.

Whilst hi-fi decks are less suited
to heavy use than budget DJ decks,
they come fitted with a better
cartridge. Here we come down to
the issue of sound quality. A Project
Debut deck comes with an Ortofon
already fitted and this will not only

give a great sound, it will also impose
little wear or damage. Poor cartridges
sound bad and damage discs when
they mistrack.

Not all in-car entertainment is created equal.
David Price reviews Nakamichi's latest CD-45 car CD tuner.

f you're anything like me, the

mere thought of ‘car hi-fi' sends

you into a spiral of depression.
No matter how hard you try. it
seems almost impossible to find any
half-decent sounding hardware or a
dealer with more than two working
brain cells.

Nakamichi will be familiar to Hi-Fi
World readers as the
purveyor of top
quality cassette
decks, but did you
know it also does
serious in-car
entertainment!
The CD45z tested here is the second
in the company's CD tuner range and
retails for £450. Anyone familiar with
Nakamichi cassette decks will find its
simple, fuss-free ergonomics as
delightful as that famous name.The
front panel isn't the easiest to attach
or detach, but once on it has a
reassuringly solid, mechanical feel to
it. The unit also comes with a classy
looking wireless remote control,
which will doubtless delight the back
seat drivers of this world.

The middle of the fascia is
dominated by the rotary volume
control. Rubber edged and silky
smooth in action, it's a delight to use
and far superior to the up-down
buttons used by certain other brands.
There are also dual purpose buttons
for Mute (Clock), FM/AM (RDS
EON), RDS mode and Sound Tuning
(Loudness). When pressed, the latter
offers a menu of Balance, Fader, Bass,
Mid and Treble tone controls.

Once you've set the tone controis
to suit your car's acoustics (mine
needed very little trimming at any
frequency), you can appreciate the
CD-45's very special sound. I've tried

a range of CD head units in the past
(Alpine 7840, Clarion 9575Z,
Kenwood KRC-7080) and the
Nakamichi sounds by far the most
transparent.

Poor DACs are the bane of low
and mid price CD tuners - many

manufacturers skimp on the quality in

order to bankroll showroom-friendly

features like motorised faceplates,
neon light shows and what have you -
and this explains the grey, cold,
transistory sound you get from so
much in-car stuff. In this respect, the
CD-45 is a class above almost all its
price rivals. Sliding Goldie's 'Angel’
into the disc loader, | got a
remarkably clean, detailed and even
handed sound. Female voices - always
the acid test - were brightly lit but
not coarse, hi-hat cymbals were crisp
and spry yet never harsh. Imaging
was bold and soundstaging deep with
a very low noisefloor - the acoustic
seemed to fall back much further
than I've heard from other CD
tuners.

While not quite up to the dizzy
heights of the CD player, the tuner
section is a conscientious effort. FM
sound isn't that far removed from
CD, with a very clean and detailed
flavour and sharply defined stereo
imaging. With a quoted |5dBf (IHF)
sensitivity, it isn't the most flexible
I've tried - with my car's twig at least,
the CD-45z struggled to receive BBC
Radio 4 on stretches of the M4 that

my previous budget Sony took in its
stride. AM was superb - with a strong
and full bodied sound, it was one of
the best performers I've heard in-car.
The amplifier section is
excellent too -

4x43W isn't going
4l to blow out your

ll windscreen, but it's
easily enough to
shift large amounts
of cabin air.
Impressively, it
showed few signs of
strain even near its
highest volume setting,
and never let go in the bass as
cheaper designs invariably do.

If there's any criticism | can make
about the CD-45, it's that it's almost
too good for the money. lts £450
retail price makes it just about cheap
enough to be slotted into your
dashboard in lieu of your standard
radio/cassette. Only then will you
realise how hopelessly inadequate
your standard speakers are, so you
could find yourself spending a lot
more. Other grumbles? If like me you
use dark blue/green dye CD-Rs from
the likes of TDK, you may find the
Nakamichi mistracks near the end of
the disc. Use light dye blanks, though,
and it'll play flawlessly. Oh, and if only
it had CD Text and Radio Text like
Kenwood. Still, if ever there was car
audio designed to be heard and not
seen, Nakamichi's CD-45z is it. [l &

From the shores of Italy comes the new

Constellation Cygnus from Chario.
Will Simon Pope be star struck?

hario makes a wide variety

of loudspeakers, from afford-

able budget 'department
store' designs to the upper echelons
of high-end esoterica. It has three
basic model ranges, comprising
Reference, Constellation and
Academy, in ascending order of price
and sound.The last Charios we heard
were the £1,200 Academy Millennium
| - sophisticated and cultured stand-
mounters in the archetypal ltalian
mode. This time it's the turn of the
visually arresting £1,000 Cygnus from
the Constellation series, which is the
smaller of two floorstanders in the
range.

As we've come to expect from an
Italian 'speaker of this money, the
cabinet is both beautifully built and
attractive to the eye. lts sides are
constructed from three panels of
solid hardwood intricately joined
together, whilst the rest of the
cabinet is formed from Medite,
including the bottom plinth to which
the cabinet is joined by Medite feet.
These gaps between cabinet and
plinth are not solely aesthetic but
normally involve an attempt at bass
reinforcement, in the form of either a
downward firing port or bass drive
unit. In this case it's both, making the
Cygnus a three-way bass reflex
design. All drivers are made by
Chario (proving it's no simple 'potting
shed' outfit) - the 130mm mid/bass
units are constructed from doped
paper and the tweeter a 20mm silk
dome model. Spikes are provided to
attach under the plinth.

Using a Meridian 506.24 CD
player, Cyrus 7 integrated and
Meridian's 502/557 pre and power

amps | started the listening with
Mahler's 6th symphony played by the
Vienna Philharmonic under Pierre
Boulez on DG. First impressions
were of an innate smoothness and
richness to the sound in which
strings, especially violins, were treated
with a sympathy bereft of many
'speakers on the market. The opening
movement starts with a brisk,
menacing march, the cellos and
double basses pulsating fiercely, with
the theme on the violins. The Charios
showed power and depth in the bass
but also a smidgen of bloom, which
although not distracting was
nevertheless obvious. This, | felt, was
due to the down firing port rather
than box boom.

Highs were handled well with a
warm and very sweet sound,
woodwind instruments rich and full
and high percussion sparklingly fresh
but not over bright. They sounded
very much at home with a few of
Beethoven's middle quartets played
by the Quartet ltaliano on a 1970s
Philips analogue recording. String
tone and phrasing were brought to
the fore and again the balance
between instruments was superb.
These attributes together with the
fine overall tonal balance, showed the
Cygnus to be an accomplished
classical music speaker which is able
to handle large scale music
commendably well despite its
relatively small box volume.

Moving to the rock sounds of
Skunk Anansie's "Weep', the Charios
handled Skin's vocals with aplomb.
The slightly rich nature of these
‘speakers brought a certain fruitiness
to the voice which was great. What

| review

let them down however was their
lack of speed with bass and drums - |
felt they needed a large espresso to
kick them into life. While open guitar
lines and cymbals sounded fresh and
clean, the bass felt like it needed to
catch up with the upper parts. This
same effect happened again with
Underworld's admittedly fast and
pumping bassline in 'Push, Upstairs’
from 'Beaucoup Fish'.

Here's a loudspeaker voiced for
classical chamber and orchestral
music, with a smooth sophistication
matched by a clean and detailed
midrange. | enjoyed my time with
them, and would declare them well
worth a listen if you preferences lean
this way. [l &

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ARCAM
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Simon Pope takes the romantic lead with Arcam’s A85, top of the range
integrated amplifier in their new DiVA series.

he past couple of years have

been difficult ones for manu-

facturers. With declining sales
in some sectors of the two-channel
separates market many have felt the
need to expand their product range
to encompass A/V products. The
audiophile likes of Musical Fidelity,
Roksan and now the "UK's leading
manufacturer of hi-fi electronics”,
Arcam are turning their attention to
DVD players, processors and multi-
channel amplifiers. However not for-
getting their audio stereo roots, the
launch of Arcam’s DiVA series
(Digitally integrated Video & Audio)
sees the company producing not only
an audiophile DVD player and AV
receiver but also a seven-strong two
channel product range.

This new range of products
features a radically new look from
the company always associated with a
high quality sound from somewhat
staid looking components. Arcam
called on the services of out-of-
house industrial designers to work
on the new range. Consequently, the
new DiVA series (available in either
black or silver) has a sleek and stylish
look more akin to their flagship FM|
range than the grey box Alpha
products. Dare you brand them
‘boring’ now?

Arcam have always regarded
amplifiers as the heart of any hi-fi
since they started making them back
in the mid-seventies and that
tradition continues. The DiVA series
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contains a total of five two channel
amplifiers, two power amps and three
integrateds, of which the A85 is the
top dog. An awesome amount of
electronic design work has gone into
the range, most of it masterminded
by the company's new head of R&D, a
certain Johnny Reckless (| jest not!). If
ever a name was destined for rock
stardom, it's his. Instead he turned his
talents to audio design and now
heads up a sixteen-strong team at
Arcam’s HQ in Cambridge.

The flagship A85 integrated is
the only one of the three to feature a
comprehensive display window,
necessary for all the hi-tech facilities
its veritably stuffed full of. There's
undoubtedly a lot of very clever stuff
going on here, thanks to the use of a
microprocessor based control system
which gives awesome flexibility to the
A85.There are a total of seven
inputs, each one of which has
adjustable sensitivity and can be
assigned its own bypassable tone
control setting. This feature can make
the switching between a CD player
to Radio 3, for example, less an
agonizing trauma and more a
sensuously seamless integration. A
slight exaggeration perhaps but you
hopefully understand what I'm getting
at.

Further luxurious delights are
found when altering the volume
control. With the current obsession
for everything ‘oversize’ - hotel beds,
restaurant plates and cutlery, etc. -
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the beautifully clean dot matrix
window displays the volume level (in
minus dBs) in an impressively large
numerical display. Although not too
large to make the whole effect ‘Fisher
Price’ style, if it's not to your liking it
can be changed to a more ‘sensible’
bar graph display. Those like me, who
like to live dangerously though, will
love the chunky numbers - especially
when you hit ‘'mute’ on the sleek
remote and the display counts down
(or rather, up!) to -73dB in a flash.
Sublime!

The A8S has a totally new circuit
design for both the pre and power
sections. The whole amp is direct
coupled from the input to output
with no capacitors in the signal path.
The heart of the power supply is a
weighty toroidal transformer which
gives a quoted output of 85W per
channel into 8C2 and |30W into 4€2.
Being a newly conceived series for
the future,Arcam have made sure
that future formats will be properly
served and SACD and DVD-Audio
can be fully appreciated through the
A85.There are two remote
switchable pairs of ‘speaker outputs
and a Headphone output. An optional
MM/MC phono stage is available and
pre-amp outputs are provided which
can be supplied in a three channel

version for multichannel use.

SOUND QUALITY
You may well have realised by now
the A85 immediately impresses with
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its facilities and looks but at the end
of the day, the proof of the pudding is
in the eating and it was time to get
the A85 cooking.

Diving straight in at the deep
end without arm bands. | treated the
A85 to a bit of an onslaught courtesy
of Rage Against The Machine’s latest
earbashing, ‘Renegades’. The album is
well mastered with awesome use of
compression and level. Pear| Harbour
had nothing on it and I'm glad to say
the Arcam had the neighbours polite-
ly popping round for a quick, friendly
chat. The pounding kick drum of the
scorching rap-metal track 'Pistol Grip
Pump’ was delivered with a powerfui
dead thump, and the bass guitar was
as tight as the proverbial duck’s rear
quarters - and deep to boot. This
amp certainly has life.Vocals (or
rather shouts) were clean and force-
ful and the blazing guitars showed a
detailed and open midrange. All this
power and drive had perfect control
however, | never once thought the
express would derail.

Calming both myself and my
neighbours down | next fed Miles
Davis's seminal ‘Kind Of Blue' into
the Meridian 506.24 CD player. What
followed was an aptly cool and
refined performance. Again bass was
tight and well controlled below

Davis’s barren blowing in ‘So What'.
The trumpet kept smooth and lyrical,
rather than raspy but when
Coltrane’s silky tenor entered via the
left channel, | felt the sound was just
a tad colourless. Presence and
phrasing were perfect but a little
warmth which sometimes benefits
this sound was missing. Apart from
this there was nothing to fault and
the A85 did its job well.

Classical orchestral music in the
shape of Tchaikovsky's fifth symphony
with the Oslo Philharmonic under
Jansons on Chandos records showed
up the superb sound staging of the
AB8S5. Here was depth and breadth in
abundance as the timpani thumped
well back in the mix and the double
basses growled from stage left.
Rhythms were powerful and exact,
driving the music on excitingly, whilst
the lyrical nature of instruments such
as the opening clarinets of the first
movement was brought to the fore.
Again a little more instrumental
colour could have been present but
frequency balance was good and the
sound nice and open.

CONCLUSION

This is a fine integrated for the

money that merits a serious
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demonstration if you're in the market
for a sub-£1,000 integrated. It has
excellent control and poise with
power enough to easily drive all but
the very toughest.

It suits all types of music well
but will deliver rock, dance and jazz a
tad better than classical due to a
slight greyness to the sound that
could restrict the true timbre of
some instruments. It's a trait of solid
state amps though. I'm comparing the
Arcam to more expensive power and
valve amps. and in many other
respects, such as sound staging, it's
excellent.

For an integrated under £1000,
little can touch it musically apart
from Musical Fidelity (slightly more
transparent) or Audio Analogue
(slightly more lyrical). With a wide
range of facilities and good upgrade

potential, this is an ideal all rounder. Il £

Hi-Fi World reports exclusively on RDA. A fascinating

new development that promises to give the latest audio

formats a run for their money.

[ here's no doubt that digitally
downloadable music is fast
2 becoming the format of
choice for today's technology-con-
scious music buyers. Not everyone is
convinced that this is progress how-
ever, which is why a group of hard-
core hi-fi nuts has come up with a
new format designed to redress the
balance. RDA (Retro Digital Audio) is
claimed to satisfy the needs of unre-
constructed audiophiles who grew up
listening to music 'the proper way'.
The brainchild of a
consortium of
1970s-hi-fi journal-
ists intent on
enjoying pure, per-
fect sound forever,
RDA's technical
spec reads like a
trip down memory
lane - 44.1kHz
oversampling with
16bit words on 2
30cm optical disc.

The RDA
Consortium's
Technical Director
Mike Spike, ex-
editor of 'Audio Stack’
magazine, told us that the new format
offers the best of all possibie'
worlds."Well first, it's on a disc” he
commented, “which means reviewers
can get on mailing lists for free music
again. Ever since MP3 was invented,
the record companies stopped all
that and we had to buy our own
bloody music again!"

Asked why RDA had 'gone back’
to Philips' original 16/44 digital audio
specification developed back in the
seventies, Spike replied: "Well, like we
all said at the time, it's pure perfect
sound forever. I'll never forget when |

first heard 'Dark Side of the Moon'
on CD back in '83 - it was so realistic
| thought | was going mad, with
spiders crawling up me back and all
that”

Another 'interesting' aspect of
RDA is that it uses old fashioned,
twelve inch discs. How so? "Well, at
the time CD replaced vinyl, many of
us had grave reservations about the
format’s ability to fully reproduce
subtle information and details like the
gatefold sleeves found on seminal

classic rock albums. | mean, Trick of
the Tail' in a jewelcase! What were
they thinking of?"

"By combining the best character-
istics of the Compact Disc and Vinyl
LP. we believe that music buyers will
abandon that stupid downloadable
crap and flock back to disc-based
audio in droves. | mean, why
download 'Crime of the Century' on
your computer when you can buy it
on double gatefold RDA for only
£26.99""

News of RDA has caused a mixed
reaction within the British hi-fi

World Radio Histo

industry. While some companies have
been gearing up to produce state-of-
the-art flash memory-based audio
devices, others see the format as
affording them another opportunity
to make stuff people don't want to
buy anymore.

Britain’s major manufacturers,
gave a mixed reaction. A
spokesperson for one major UK hi-fi
manufacturing business commented
"Och, we've no plans for an RDA
player as yet but you can bet your
elk's backside that if
we had, then ours
would be better
than anyone else's,
Jimmy " A London
based manufacturer,
famous for its
cylindrical shaped
power amps said,
"Well, of course
dear boy, if it's
popular we'll have a
ten strong range of
players out by next
Wednesday”. A

Although
previously believed to be a quick fix
for problem discs, applying baking
soda and toothpaste to my once-
cherished ‘Rage Against The Machine’
disc resulted in disaster and the only
use for it now is as a street-wise, in-
car accessory to be dangled below
the rear view mirror.

If your disc is shot to pieces
anyway then give it a try as a last
resort, but otherwise stick to more
conventional methods. Like good old
vinyl, prevention is the best cure.
Using them for drinks coasters and
playing frisbee with the dog will soon
result in a skipping disc. Giving you
CDs a regular wipe over with
accessories such as Ross’s Disc
Wipes (cheap, avalable from dealers
and some High St. stores) will help
preserve your discs shelf life. SP [l

There are several reasons for your
Caspian being all at sea. First, the lens
could be dirty - see the above query
for an answer. Second, the unit could
be faulty - after you've cleaned the
lens it would be worth going back to
your dealer with the player for him
to check it. Three, you're playing the
wrong sort of CDs - many CD

. players simply don't like CD-Rs,
| thanks to their lower reflectivity.

Some brands and colours of CD-R
are better than others, but the darker
(blue) dyes used by Sony and TDK
can rub some machines up the wrong
way, especially towards the end of the
disc. The answer is to copy your CD-
Rs onto higher reflectivity CD-R
media (just do a direct disc copy with
your CD-R in the CD-ROM and a
fresh blank in the CD writer).The
best thing is to try out several brands
and colours, to see which suits your
Roksan best. Also, at all times avoid
the 80 minute blanks, which are
simply more than many hi-fi CD
players can cope with.

As for speakers, it sounds like
you're looking for a high quality, mid
price solution that's not too big or
imposing. Mission's 782 (£700) is an
ideal choice, thanks to its compact,
small-footprint dimensions and high
efficiency. The former is important
considering your room size and the
latter an essential qualification
considering your Alabaster's modest
power output.

Alternatively, B&W's CDMINT
(£750) is the latest evolution of what,
for my money at least, has been a
very impressive speaker. With its high
tech Kevlar mid-bass unit it's very
sensitive, a very musical listen at low
levels, and being a standmounter

won't over drive your room either.

It depends what you want to do with
your vinyl - is it a primary source, or
something for the, erm, weekend? A
quick fix would be to get Origin Live
(tel: 02380 442183, net:
www.originfive.com) to rewire the
arm with standard Litz cable for a
very reasonable £38.This would be a
small improvement on the original
arm, but if you really wanted a
noticeable difference, you should go
for a standard Rega RB250 at £109.

Fitting the RB250 to your AR is
certainly possible - indeed it will go
on most decks. If you can't find a pre-
drilled Rega armboard (try asking
some local dealers), then you should
remove the old arm and drill a single
24mm hole in the armboard, with a
222mm gap from the centre of the
arm pivot to the centre of the platter
spindle.When working out the
position, remember the length of the
arm from its mounting hole centre to
the end of the headshell is 245mm,
and the rear arm overhang is 50mm
to the end of the counterweight stub.

When mounting it, the tip of
the stylus should be 240mm from the
pivot. In approximate terms, the
armboard mounting hole should be
such that the cartridge stylus will
overhang the record centre spindle
by around |7-19mm for an arm that
is of 229-250mm. Check this by
swinging the stylus over the record
spindle. For your reference, here are
the RB250's vital statistics:

be left with an unsightly hole where
the AR arm once sat.You can cover
this by making up a large circular
plate washer of black card or
aluminium. If the VTA is wrong, try
making a spacer from a tap washer,
or buying the rather more elegant
Origin Live VTA adjuster for £48.This
done, you'll have a fine sounding deck
capable of taking a very good
cartridge such as a Dynavector
DVI0X4 high output MC (£199),
which would be your next logical
step.

Alternatively, your third option
would be to find a used Systemdek
lIxe/RB300 for around £250, which
would give you a marginally better
and more upgradeable deck.
Personally I'd install a Rega into the
AR and then buy a decent cartridge,
leaving the field open to start saving

Hi James. You're right to say that not
all ‘speakers come into their own at
low levels. And the ones that do, such
as Quad’s £3,500 ESL-988s are well
off target, price-wise. The fact is that
‘speakers that deliver superlative
detail and presence at low levels
unfortunately rarely come cheap. For
my taste you'll need something with
ideally excellent detail and a good
bass response - tight and pronounced
rather than merely deep and boomy.
Sticking to standmounts, you could
always try out a pair of Mission's
cracking 780s at £300. Whilst these
aren't particularly high sensitivty
(which will give you good presence at
lower levels), they are exceptionally
well detailed thanks to their
Keraform ceramic bass/mid drive unit
and will convey many important
aspects of the music whilst played at
lower levels. Another standmount to
try for exceptional detail and speed is
the SuperZero from NHT which has
an audiophile sound that's well
beyond the humble £275 price tag.
These both take a bit of driving, so
the A75 would be a better option
here but the sonic rewards would
more than make up for the extra few
quid spent on the amplifier.

However, it's not always the case
that floorstanders will posses too big
a sound for your room. If you're only
playing at low to medium levels there
should be little problem. What you
do need though is good balance
throughout the whole frequency
range. If you can push the boat out a
little Tannoy's Revolution r3s are a
nice choice but are also £550.
However, these have a well balanced
sound with little coloration and
boom due to the solid cabinet and
will be a good match for your Arcam
system. Although we haven't yet
reviewed the CD player or amps you
have in mind, | have heard them all in
demos and have spent a long time
with the top of the range A85 and
know them to be of high quality.
Whatever your choice, try to get a
home demonstration. This will
confirm if you can live with a certain
sound or not. [} SP

Having used one
on a Planar 3, know them to suit
the relatively dry and clinical tonality
of the Regas.

This done, get your tonearm's
counterweight modded by Origin
Live (see 'ArmTransplant Surgery' for
contact details), and site your deck
on a Base SPO| sub-table (£70). Don't
just do car boot sales by the way, but
look also to record fairs, which are a
tremendous source of vinyl bargains.

As for the rest of your system, the
A400 is still an excellent budget
design - excepting its mediocre
onboard phono stage. With a deck of
your Dual's modest calibre, you're
not losing too much, but upgrade it
and you won't hear the benefits. I'd
recommend you think about your
future plans. If you're keeping your
amp then buy a decent phono stage
such as LFD's superb Mistral (£300).
You can then buy a Rega Planar
3/Goldring 1042, or a more
expensive deck, at your leisure. If you
do plan on changing amps, Naim' s

depend on how your system has
evolved.

Finally the Nakamichi vs. MiniDisc
debate. No, if it's still properly set up
and serviced, a Sony 940 would
struggle to beat it. If you got a £600
(discounted) Sony MDS-JES55ES, that
would be another matter entirely.
Still, there's no doubt MD s brilliant
for editing and compilation making -
if this is your primary consideration
then 940 is perfectly adequate. It's an
excellent sounding machine for
under £300, just not the equal of
your Nak.

Here's a card for the serious audio-
phile, rather than gamers.

Designed as a 'mastering
soundcard for PCs', the Marian offers
a fearsome set of specs, considering
its pocket money price tag. Build
quality isn't anything to shout about -
the board design looks pretty run of
the mill apart from that innocuous
little Crystal Semiconductors CS8427
DSP chip in the middle of the card.
All the same, it offers full 24bit
stereo (2-channel) line inputs and
outputs via /4 inch stereo jacks, plus
full stereo digital inputs and outputs
using either optical (TOSLINK) or
electrical coaxial connections.

There's a direct 'Digital Audio’
CD input (running at | 6bit, 44kHz)
and Marian's SyncBus which lets you
daisychain several cards together for
multichannel recording and playback,
Oh, and it also happens to be
available for the Mac platform, too!

Quoted specs are 95dB signal to
noise ratio and THD of 0.005% at
90dB! Frequency response is quoted
at 20Hz-40kHz at 96kHz sampling.

INSTALLATION

It's pretty straightforward to fit,
sitting in a PCl connector, held tight
by a single screw through the end
bracket to the rear casing. If
applicable it can be connected the 2-
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pin S/PDIF out of a CD-ROM drive.
Next, the drivers go in. Insert the
supplied CD-ROM into your
machine, point the wizard to the
marian\drivers\marc2\win9x\english
directory and Windows copies the
driver files and installs the card. This
done, the Marc 2 Manager appears in
the Windows taskbar.

The bundled manager software is
some of the best I've tried. Unlike a
worryingly large amount of the stuff
that comes with soundcards, this
actually lets you set levels without
resort to Windows' resident Volume
Control - which can be a hassle to
find and use.

The Marc 2 Manager lets you
monitor all your ins and outs, and set
levels. High resolution peak meters
that point from -60dB to 0dB are
included, along with stereo faders
working from -72dB to +18dB, a
channel link (to fade up/down both
channels simultaneously) and a mute.

Optical, coaxial and internal CD
direct digital inputs can selected, as
well as digital output monitoring.

Last but not least is the
Automatic Latency Adjustment, which
managing system resources so the
card's digital audio buffers don't get
overloaded by the CPU.

PERFORMANCE

Sound quality was generally very
good. Superb in some areas and just
okay in others, it's best characterised
as extremely fluid and well extended.
Playing 16/44 CD audio and A-B the
Marian's onboard DAC against my
Cambridge Audio DACMagic 2, the

Marian comfortably outperformed it
in a number of areas. This was a good
sign, as most soundcards |'ve
auditioned over the years are
comprehensively inferior.

Kicking off with Thin Lizzy's 'The
Boys are Back in Town', the Marian
struck me by its subtle musicality.
Where the reference DAC sounded
rigid and wooden, the Marc 2 let the
song flow along much better, giving
the impression of a musical event
involving real musicians rather than
just a bunch of sequencers.
Soundstaging was better too -
whereas those famous guitar power
chords felt boxed in with the
Cambridge, the Marian let them
hover in space more. Stage depth
wasn't quite as wide, but it
nevertheless felt more natural and
airy.

Lou Donaldson's 'Alligator
Bogaloo' again had the Marian
sounding more fluid and beguiling
with the beat ebbing and flowing
better. Better still, there was a far
more tangible atmosphere around
the drum kit, with the ride cymbals in
particular far better carried. By
comparison, the DACMagic sounded
as if a curtain had been placed over
the speakers. The only area where
the latter comprehensively
outclassed the Marc 2 was in the
bass - the Cambridge has quite firm
and solid low frequencies, compared
to which the Marc seemed a little
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lightweight and uncomimitted.

Middling bass apart, this is one of
the most analogue-like digital
soundcards I've heard. Switch to
24/96 resolution and things get even
more natural, with a truly expansive
soundstage, spacious treble and
smooth, detailed midband. With an
extremely open and liquid sound
playing CDs, and great potential for
better things at higher sampling
frequencies, Marian's new Marc 2
really is a cut above almost every
other price rival. The only other
consideration is Guillemot's superb
MaxiSound ISIS, which is the one to
get if a breakout box (with its myriad
inputs and outputs) is important. If
on the other hand, the 24/96 option
could be useful to you in future, go
for this with a clear conscience. It's
one of the very few budget cards
around which is perfectly
comfortable in the company of
decent hi-fi. [l &

I've seen in a while - especially if, like
me, you're a confirmed notebook PC
user who takes his music with him
wherever he goes. The thing is, the
soundcards in most computers -
especially notebooks - are, in a word,
pants. By plugging the USB-ONE into
your Universal Serial Bus (fitted to
every PC since around 1996), you
have a direct line to the digital
audiostream whizzing around your
motherboard. This then means you
can record digital audio straight to
your hard drive (from CD, DAT or
MD) without having to buy a sound-
card with a digital in. Cool, huh?

You can also get high quality
analogue into your PC via the USB-
ONE's built in A/D converter -
which is much better than most of
the rubbish on budget soundcards.

Want to record some of your
friend's records? Simple, just bring
your notebook round to his place

and run a lead from the Tape Outs
on his amp to the USB-ONE. Click
on Cool Edit (or suchlike), and
suddenly you've got well over ten
hours of recording time on your
average hard drive at 16/44
resolution! When you've drowned
your poor little PC in WAV files, you
can play them back through the
USB-ONE's internal DAC, which
again is a very respectable sounding
device that's probably far better than
the one in your computer.

he Klipsch name will be famil-

iar to a good many dedicated

audiophiles. An American
company famous for its horn-loaded
hi-fi loudspeakers, including the
uniquely spectacular, high-end
Klipschorn, the company now makes
everything from home cinema to pro
audio designs.

Founder Paul Klipsch designed a
charismatic range of speakers
focussed on reproducing transients
and dynamics - hence his propensity
for horn loading. The Promedia 2.1, it
is claimed, carries the tradition to the
computer audio sphere.

There are many reasons why
baby active speaker systems should
work well. By letting the separate
subwoofer perform most of the air
shifting duties, the satellites can be
made small and narrow. This saves on
the largest fixed cost in loudspeakers
- the cabinet. The aurally sensitive
presence region is handled by
satellites, which are less prone to
resonances that muddy the sound.
Because the drive units are smaller,
the mid-bass driver can be mounted
closer to the tweeter, better approxi-
mating a point source.

Done properly, this all results in
a clean, tight sound with great
imaging and soundstaging. However,
successful integration between a
subwoofer and satellites isn't easy to
do. Many systems end up soﬁnding
hopelessly disjointed. What then of
these baby Klipsches!

For the £170 asking price, build
is good. Compared to all other price
rivals currently on the market, the
2.1s seem better put together and
finished. Even the VideoLogic
Siroccos, which are amazingly sturdily
built for the money, possess a finish
which looks home made by
comparison. The system comprises
the 240x248x260mm subwoofer with
its single 165mm doped paper drive

unit, plus two
220x105x 144mm two-way satellites
using tiny paper coned mid/bass
drivers and horn loaded plastic dome
tweeters. The left satellite has
controls for master system and
subwoofer volume, plus an
‘auxiliary/MP3" input and 3.5mm
headphone jack. Usefully, the satellites
feature removable grilles.

The sub is ported as you'd
expect, and has spring-clip terminals
on the back to connect up the
satellites. One of the satellites has a
built-in flying lead which plugs by its
3.5mm minijack into your computer
soundcard or CD portable (or any
other line level source). The sub also
contains the amplifier, which is said to
feature discrete linear output
transistors and high current power
section. It gives the system a claimed
output of 2x35W, plus 135W from
the sub (peak music power).

From the moment they were
powered up, the Klipsch system
impressed. Sound is fantastic for the
money. Indeed, my problem was that |
stopped listening to them as budget
multimedia designs and started scruti-
nising them like they were a £1,000
pair of hi-fi speakers! Super clean,
open, fast, rhythmic, dynamic and
musical, they're remarkably engaging
performers considering their price
tag. i put them on the end of my
Sony MZR-90 MiniDisc player (via the
Line Out) and couldn't stop listening.

strongly forward of the mix with
tremendous confidence - you rarely
hear hi-fi speakers do this so well.
Treble wasn't splashy at all, but of
course lacked the tonal variety of
more expensive hi-fi loudspeakers.
Best of all, the Klipsch system drove
the room,effortlessly shifting air like a
pair of Martin Logan hybrids. | got
true 3D soundstaging and oodles of
low level detailing. The result was a
sound far bigger, punchier and more
engaging than you'd ever think
possible from three small boxes.
With my pedantic hat on, | have
to say the sub is the least successful
part of the package. Don't get me
wrong, it isn't one of those hideous
boom boxes, it's just that you have to
be careful with both positioning and
the level control to stop it from
sounding disjointed. | used just a
touch of boost, whereupon the
whole system sang. Thus tuned, it
crossed over pretty seamlessly -
although there was always a very
slight upper bass dip before the sub
stepped in. Any more sub level and
things boomed, without filling out the
upper bass region appreciably more.
Overall though, it's thumbs aloft
for this Klipsch system - I've heard
worse hi-fi speakers at twice the
price. It goes loud without strain, is
clean, musical and dynamic, drives
rooms well and always raises a smile.
Short of VideoLogic's Sirocco,
perhaps, there's no other £200
multimedia speaker that even comes

Rush SA-126 Digital Audio Player to reach the shops.
At last, David Price gets a chance to give it the

treatment.

his is getting boring. Having

played with the Rush now for

a weelk, | can confidently say
it's the best MP3 portable I've yet to
review. It's boring because the
world's electronics manufacturers
have been on a strong learning curve
with this particular type of product
since the first Diamond Multimedia
Rio PMP300 hit the shops in Summer
1999. This has meant that each suc-
cessive design seems to knock the
former off the top spot,and ends up
in me writing dramatic stuff like this.

In the case of the Rush though, it
definitely has the feeling about it of
being more than a bit special. And so
it should - it's the first digital walkie
from one of the world's leading - if
not the leading - consumer
electronics giants. To wit, it would be
surprising if it wasn't a significant
development on one of the many
'me-too’ MP3 portables from Korea.
So it's easily the best all rounder ['ve
come across, usurping the other
leading contenders by quite a margin.
And that includes Sony's first Digital
Walkman, Samsung's YP-E64 and s3's
latest Rio 600, too!

Why do | like it so much? It has
the most potent combination of build
quality and small size I've seen. Most
impressive of all though is the sound
quality, which is the stuff of real hi-fi. |
remember reviewing Philips' first ever
DCC portable back in 1995, and
being impressed by its clean, smooth,
sweet and sophisticated sound and
marvelling at its modest proportions.
Six years on, the Rush weighs a
fraction of its size and sounds just as
good - trainspotters will doubtless
point out the DNA that MP3 shares
with the now-defunct DCC!

It weighs 50g and measures 70x
70x |7mm, takes two AAA batteries.
It comes with a standard 64MB
SmartMedia card, which gives around
an hour of decent quality MP3 music.

Build and finish is superb - with a
metalled plastic case and a classy
centrally mounted alphanumeric
display. It's got lots of info, including
a handy 'MB FREE' feature as well as
the usual track name, track number,
elapsed time, bitrate, battery and play
mode.

The pack contains AC adapter,
stereo in-ear headphones, both
parallel port and USB connection
cables,a Flash Memory card and what
Philips calt a 'stylish pouch't

Moving swiftly on, you also get
RealNetworks' Realjukebox on CD-
ROM, complete with a clumsy patch
for it to work on Win98 systems -
bizarrely there are no drivers as yet
for Win ME or NT. Installation was
simple enough, the USB drivers auto-
installed without a fuss and the
Realjukebox software handled file
transfers relatively painlessly, taking
around 25 seconds to download a
three minute audio track.

Sound quality is superb for a
portable of any format - even driving
Musical Fidelity XA-200 monoblocks
direct (via the Rush's headphone
output and digital volume control)
through my Yamaha NS-1000M
loudspeakers - it sounded very
smooth and open.Think of a Philips
CD player and you get the picture -
on the warm side of neutral but still
quite dry and detailed in a 'Teutonic’
way.

Hefner's 'Residue’ (at 256kbps)
was a fine showcase for the Rush's
talents.

y year started with a bang. [t

was the fuse of my 3008 amplifi-

er blowing at switch-on and |
knew from experience it meant trouble.
Valve amps sound wonderful, but they're
like old cars - characterful but unreliable.
At least, by modern standards. Worlds
apart in technology but unusually close in
sound is the Cyrus 7 amplifier I've also
grown partial to and comparing them is
interesting. The Cyrus sits quietly on the
shelf, in its small, black unassuming case.
Not so 3008; it is a majestic monster that
demands attention. When the fuse starts
going, however, | look at it in fear.

In spite of designing and building valve
amplifiers over a lifetime, | still quake at
the thought of repairing my beloved 3008B.
It's the push-pull design we released in our
4th DIY Supplement, August 1993. From
the outset this was
one difficult amplifier

shorting HT to ground. There'd be a mas-
sive flash and bang, bits of PCB track
would evaporate, burn marks scar the
board and weld holes appear in the prods.
I'd fly backwards in fright.

In spite of the difficulties we succeeded
in getting 300B working stably and, with a
sense of satisfaction, | wrote up our expe-
riences in the September 1994 issue of Hi-
Fi World. Development had taken a year.

Although the amplifier was expensive
at £850, because of all the special parts, it
sold well. With good justification in my
view because this still remains one of my
favourite amplifiers. | absolutely love listen-
ing to music through 3008. Lacking feed-
back, it has the most open, spacious sound
| have ever heard.

it is the basic concept
of this amplifier that
makes it special.
However, 300B push-
pull (as I call it to set it apart from our
recent single-ended) was always a hairy
design that pushed the limits. The main
source of fear is its internal power (HT)
line that runs at 550V. Sensible designers
try not to work at voltage levels this high
because high voltage parts are expensive -
and because when something goes bang, it
does it big-time.

How | remember slaving over the
power supply of this amplifier with design-
er Andy Grove, trying to get it right. This
experience taught me to respect 550V
much more than the usual 350V or so
valve amps run at. Massive blue sparks
would crackle through the tortured GZ34
rectifier valves we tested as they gave up
under the strain. | looked on in awe and
trembled a little every time | had to haul
the power supply board out, testing the
HT line repeatedly to make absolutely
sure, beyond any shadow of a doubt, that
the capacitors had discharged. | know that
being hit by 550V is like being hit by a
truck.

I was reminded of the power behind

this supply every time a test prod slipped,

thought of repairing my
beloved 300B.

upstairs to my workshop with all 20kgs
(44lbs) of the beast there was seemingly
nothing wrong. | cleaned the power supply
board and inspected it for tracking or arc-
ing.Yet again | managed to discharge the
electrolytics accidentally, which produced
a vicious flash and bang. | decided it was
time to get serious and fit the bleeder
resistors that were always meant to be
there; we just hadn't bothered on this
prototype.

This gorgeous power amplifier is
now back working again, sitting on the
concrete base of an empty fireplace
where it gets a good, cool draught and,
if disaster does strikes, it will not set the
house alight! After all these years | still
view it with a little suspicion, even
though it was carefully designed to run
safely at 550V.We even had power sup-
ply special capacitors made, flashover
tested to 800V.

In spite of its idiosyncrasies, |
wouldn't live without 300B.There’s a
healthy ‘thrum’ at switch on and it sits
there glowing heartily all day long, fed
by a KLPPI valve preamplifier. This is a

.

real battleship of an amplifier, King George
V scale - not a toy! The Cyrus takes up a
fraction of the space. produces more
power and almost no heat. How enor-
mously sensible it is, proof that you don't
need to suffer for a great sound. It's mod-
ern, clinical efficiency isn't intruiging
though. Visitors might love listening to it,
but they won't see it. Not so 300B: vistors
gawp.

With 300B, size is deceptive though.
The circuit was designed to be as simple
as possible: there are just four amplifying
devices in each channel. The circuit
arrangement uses no fewer than five trans-
formers and two chokes, hence its weight
and size. Cyrus 7 is far more complex.

Readers often ask what we use at
home. | hesitate to mention 300B because
it is hair-shirt and unavailable commercially
now. Something like this means little to
most people. That's another reason I'm
thankful for Cyrus 7. It is the nearest
solid-state equivalent, sounding smooth,
detailed and atmospheric. It has firmer and
more lucid bass too, if not the sense of
deep spaciousness of 300B.

Cyrus 7 has more power too but in
terms of loudness there’s no choice: 300B
gives much louder bangs. This is the ampli-
fier for me! ®

n» ot the catchiest of names or
the most fetching of colours
(it's also available in white as
well as the brown we had), but the
price is most definitely right. Under
fifty quid for two three metre runs is
good value from any company but
from cable specialists SonicLink it's
great.

The AST-150 employs the
company's Aero Space Technology
(AST) that uses,"advanced materials
developed for aerospace
applications”. It's a two core cable
with plated conductors - an attempt
to reduce high frequency distortion -
with a not too chunky diameter of
7.5mm. Each core consists of thirty
0.2mm tinned copper strands.The
cable is terminated with 'sandwich'
type plugs.

A performance of Harris's English
church anthem 'Faire Is The Heaven'
as sung by the excellent Cambridge
Singers on Collegium Records
showed this cable's excellent
transient attack. | find choral music a
good test for cables - it showcases
their abilities with detail retrieval,
high frequency response and the
sense of air and space.The AST-150
fared well, with an immediate and
realistic presence. Where it let itself
down slightly was in the upper
voices, where sopranos sounded a
little shrill at climaxes and consonants
a tad sibilant.

Moving to Rock from the Foo
Fighters, the SonicLink proved fast
and grippy, with tight, controlled
rhythms. Bass was a little thinner than
I'd expected but what it lacks in bass
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depth it makes up for in detail.

Overall, it's fine value for money.
Little at this price gives as much
detail, but thanks to its forward
character it will suit smoother
sounding or dullish systems, where it
will quicken the sound.An excellent
value buy and a big step up from the
budget stuff.

ike SonicLink, Kimber's prod-

ucts range from this, their

cheapest terminated 'speaker
cable, to the dizzy heights of the
Select range (the KS-3038 being
£6,300 for a 2.5 metre pair?). So,
you'd expect some high-end experi-
ence to trickle down to the lower
end of the price spectrum. The 4PR
is no spring chicken and has been in
existence since 1979 but is still going
strong. It has the familiar knitted con-
ductor look of the more affordable
models, this time in black and brown
- 4 of each.The conductors are made
from high-purity copper and the
cable is terminated with Kimber's
excellent little 4mm banana plugs or
PostMaster spades. Starting the
ball rolling with Harris's 'Faire
Is The Heaven', the 4PR had
a well balanced sound.The
cable brought warmth
and smoothness to the
acoustic and the phras-
ing of the choir was also
highlighted. There's a fine
sense of lyricism and
line, with smoothness and
transparency by the bucket.

A nice open midrange was present in
male voices, plus a good sense of
space. There was little sibilance in
female voices and no shrill edge at
high notes or climaxes.

With the Foo Fighters there
wasn't the same sense of immediacy
as with the SonicLink, the emphasis
being more on musical cohesion.
Everything was very well put
together, so to speak, the drums
integrating beautifully with the bass
guitar and Dave Grohl's vocals were
strong and lyrical. The various guitar
layers were all conveyed with clarity,
and the whole performance shone in
terms of staging and imaging. This
cable is twice as much as the
SonicLink and what you get for the
extra money is more cohesion and
lyricism.The sound isn't mechanical
or dry, but open and extremely well
balanced across the frequency
spectrum. Bass is also good and taut.
An excellent all round buy that will

fit well into most systems up to
£2,000. W 2
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Pioneer's classic PL600X turntable
was an ideal ‘people's turntable’ for
the late seventies - it's just a shame

no one noticed, says David Price.

he PL600X found itself some-

what overshadowed by

Pioneer’s ‘sexier’ products
when it was introduced back in 1980.
It was unashamedly fully automatic,
the Japanese not seeing the need for
fiddling around with the cueing lever if
they could possibly avoid it.

Back then, in Britain at least, fully
auto turntables were about as fash-
ionable as Michael Foot's duffel coat.
This was because unless the automat-
ic mechanism was done meticulously
well, it invariably wrecked the sound.
True to the spirit of Pioneer's high
end products however, the PL600X's
was executed perfectly. Everything
from the actuation motors to the
microswitches were of the highest
quality, which was completely in keep-
ing with the rest of the deck's engi-
neering.

Indeed, you just can't help but

be impressed by the build of this

deck.The tonearm is a beautifully
crafted stainless steel S-shaped affair
with a rigidly mounted counter-
weight, with the tightest and
smoothest bearings you'll find on an
auto deck.This, and the heavy,
dynamically balanced cast aluminium
alloy platter and thick rubber mat are
isolated from the deck’s all-aluminium
plinth and steel base using Pioneer's
clever ‘coaxial' suspension system.
This means the arm, platter, bearing
and motor hang from rubber coated
internal struts (not dissimilar to
SME's Model 30), immune from the
vibrations the platter and base pick
up.

The bearing housing is a robust
alloy casting which encloses a finely
machined spindle, and the motor a
brushless, slotless linear design with a
Phase Locked Loop Quartz circuit
that keeps wow and flutter down to
a quoted 0.02% WRMS- a figure
comparable to
Technics' broadcast-
quality SPIO/II.

A tell-tale sign of
a classy wrntable is its
bass. When the low
frequencies sound
unusually deep and
powerful - AND tight
and fast - you know
you're listening to
something that's been
properly engineered.
The PL600X is just
such a deck.With an

amazingly crisp attack-sustain-decay
envelope, you can hear bass strings
being struck with tremendous speed
and then falling off naturally, like few
turntables of any vintage. [t makes for
an extremely enjoyable sound which
only today's best high end belt drives
come anywhere close to bettering.

In other areas though, the
Pioneer isn't so hot. Thanks to its low
tech tonearm the midband isn't as
transparent as today's top decks, and
treble's a bit ragged too. Factor in its
inability to handle major dynamics
and it's clearly flawed in absolute
terms. It's still great fun to listen to
though -like many other high end
Japanese decks of its day, it's always
an involving performer.

These days, PL600Xs are few
and far between in Britain. An
unloved deck that originally sold for
£250 in 1980 (nearly as much as a
Linn Sondek LP12 at the time) is
never going to be abundant. But if
you're looking for a cheap automatic
disk spinner, then any Pioneer PL200,
300 or 400 is worth a look, not to
mention the PL512,PL514, PL516 and
PL518 that preceded them.

Pay between £40 and £100,
depending on model and condition.
The arm can be replaced with a
Dynavector DV|0x4 (to the high
enders) or Audio Technica AT | I0E
(to the budget decks) to improve
things. Then you'll have a reliable disc
spinner that will run your flash new
CD player uncomfortably close! Il &

The first problem was most sales
assistants’ failure to understand basic
English. Although I'd simply asked, "do you
sell SACDs?", three out of the five dealers

Although two of the five dealers sold
SACD players, my request for software to
play in them provoked a reaction tanta-
mount to me having just teleported in
from the planet Tharg.

"Then do you sell
the discs?”, | asked, "Err.. no." They might as
well have replied, "of course we bloody
don't, stupid”.

Next came the false dawns. Several
suggested | try the Virgin Megastore in
Broadmead, but the kid on the desk just
said, "you wot, mate!" Another suggested a
specialist record shop, to which | energeti-
cally went with high hopes. "Do you sell
SACDs?", asked I. "What, you mean those
audiophile things with Dire Straits and that
on?", the guy replied. The implication that |
wanted ta huy 'Money For Nothing' was
bad enough, bug that the fact that the guy
had a smile on his face when he said it was
too much. In the interests of journalistic
enquiry, | swallowed my pride and nodded.

He went over to his CD rack and picked
out an HDCD. Doh!

Vivante. Quite right too, because Vivante
does sell SACDs, and even bothers to
keep some in stock.This, in the software-
starved world of Super Audio, is a right
royal feast.

All in all, it took me the best part of
five hours pounding the rainy February
streets of Bristol to come up with a big fat
zero.Which is why | can see the new for-
mat having rather an uphill struggle.

Napster, lest we forget, has had
over thirty million downloads and practi-
cally as many satisfied customers.As far as
SACD's concerned, judging by my Shanks's
Pony-based market research, you can
divide that figure by around one million.
Let's do a quick reality check here.
You can buy a decent CD player for £200,
and a second-hand turntable from Loot -
that will sound better than most CD play-
ers at any price - for half that.You can get
vinyl for 50p an album at a car boot sale
or record fare, CDs for not much more,
and if you happen to own a computer you
can have MP3s of any music you ever
wanted for free. By any draw of the cards
then, SACD features a bit of an uphill
struggle.
"But it sounds great", | hear you cry.
And so it does, in the same way that TVRs
are top fun to drive and a Yamaha R is no
slouch on the open road. But that isn't
where most people are at, or ever will
be. If the general public is
even going to aspire to
listening to SACD, it
must first be able to
experience the soft-
ware in the flesh.

Year has just struck again.

It was the house that left the hi-fi in
something of a sorry state, especially when
it came to vinyl. My beloved
Roksan Xerxes and Artemiz
were scarified in order to pay
the moving costs. A worthy
NAD 533 (aka Rega Planar 2)
has played host since. The trou-
ble is it hasn't really played host
at all. In fact it's played very lit-
tle!

As good as the NAD is as
a budget deck, it never encour-
aged me to go racing down to the
record shop to pick up the latest realis-

least it had an armboard. The other unit
was in one piece, so | decided that it
weuld he the one to play host to the
other's generous donations.

Finding a power supply proved
surprisingly easy. Once | knew that |
needed a 24V 800ma thing-a-me-whatsit, |
simply went down to Maplins and asked
for one. Admittedly the “Sunpower” PSU
probably isn't a patch on the original, but it
did the job of revolving the RD90 without
going pop! Total cost was so far £55.

The hunt for a tonearm proved
rather trickier.

Something had to be done. The trouble
was, buying a first home two years ago and
just having paid seven hundred quid for car
insurance, didn't leave me quite as flush as
I'd hoped. Still, | reasoned that £300 should
be enough to get a decent improvement
upon the NAD if | scoured the second
hand pages. Perhaps it wasn't quite enough
to get something as good as the old
Roksan, but it would be a challenge to see
just how close | could get.

The scarcity of kit at this time of year
didn't bode well, yet a solution appeared
right under my nose. At the shop | manage
there were two Ariston RD90 Superieur
decks, both in a rather dilapidated state.
They'd been there for longer than | have
(ar least seven years now), and I'd often
thought about attempting to rejuvenate
them. Neither had tonearms so a listen
was out of the question. A review in
another magazine gave the 90 a mere
“good” for sound quality. Still, if the price
was right | was tempted.

After a little convincing my boss of
the delapidated state of them, forty
pounds later my winter project had begun!
I'd bought both the units, but one of them
had shed its plinth and broken a motor
housing clamp. It was a sorry sight, but at

choice severely to an SME, Audio
Technica or Odyssey. The latter two were
ruled out on the grounds of scarcity, so an
SME it had to be. No bad thing really as
the boys at Scale Model Engineers
makes some pretty tasty
contraptions. The trouble
came in finding one. As
much as I'd have loved
a 309 (or better),
finding one for less
than £450 proved
impossible. This would
have completely blown
my budget,and as
tempted as | was, |
decided to turn to the
decidedly vintage 3009.
| say vintage, but this
World Favourite is still
actually made today!
No need to buy new
though, as there are
plenty around second
hand and superb build
quality and parts
availability ensures
longevity.

Although familiar with

the arm | hadn't quite realised just how
many incarnations they'd been making,
choosing one was difficult. | settled on a
fixed head 3009 Improved. Partly because
I've always preferred fixed heads for their
extra rigidity (and | rarely change
cartridges anyway), and partly because it
was the only one Classique Sounds of
Leicester had left! | bought it there and
then for a reasonable £95.The Ortofon
MCI5 Super came off the NAD to
complete the deck.

Putting it all together took about 9
hours, much cursing and several trips to
the hardware shops to buy the necessary
Allen keys and nuts and bolts, but the end
result is pretty good. Whilst I'd be the first
to admit that, by modern standards, it's a
litte weak at frequency extremes, and it
doesn't have quite the solidity of
soundstage as the Roksan, listening to viny!
has become a real pleasure once more.
There’s plenty more | can do to tweak the
performance. For half the price of my
original budget you could say that I'm *“well

pleased”. In fact I'm just off down

LOUDSPEAKERS

CASTLE HOWARD S3

The forward firing drive units of the new
Howard provide a flat measured frequen-
cy response down to |50Hz, within very
tight limits of IdB or so, on axis or just a
little above. Below 150Hz output drops
suddenly from the forward unit. but ail the
same reaches down to 40Hz, -5dB.

An upward firing unit works from
SkHz right down to 63Hz, measurement
showed. As frequency decreases sound
becomes less directional and below
200Hz its contribution to forward energy
will increase, helping raise the apparent
-5dB level loss below |50Hz.
Unfortunately, the upward firing unit
peaks strongly at 300Hz, due to a cabinet
effect, meaning colouration will be appar-
ent from this unit. Since its output is
reflected from the ceiling I'd expect the
Howard to work best in a room with
some ceiling height, say 8ft or more, oth-
erwise the reflected energy might be very
strong.

The upward and forward firing dri-
vers are identical. Our analysis of upward
firing output shows the parasitic centre
cone of this driver peaks sharply at SkHz.
There’s a peak at this frequency in the
forward response too which is almost
certainly responsible for some sharpness
in the Howard's sound. Ideaily, the para-
sitic centre cone of this driver should be
made less resonant or a notch filter used
to control this peaking, to smooth the
sound.

The top firing driver is loaded by a
long tapered line that vents onto the
floor. The vent peaks at 63Hz and rolls off
slowly below this frequency, extending
output down to 25Hz and lower. In a big
room it will give very deep bass;in a
medium room it will drive the modes well
- especially the height mode - to make
things shake.

CHARIO CYGNUS

A noticeable feature of the Cygnus is a
strong treble peak in its frequency
response at | 6kHz. Although it looks seri-
ous, it is so narrow that response only
starts to lift at |0kHz. Whether this sort
of thing is audible or not depends very
much upon the music played, since if
there are no strong harmonics at 10kHz
or above then equally there will be no
audible effect. Put on a recording with
strong harmonics, something like closely

The impedance curve of this loud-
speaker is superb,An impedance curve
says a lot about a loudspeaker (and the
skills of its designer). Perfect flatness is a
design goal rarely achieved. Ve managed it
once at Hi-Fi World with a quarter-wave
transmission line design (DIY Supplement,
Noi4,April 1995) but | have never since
returned to the transmission line. The
Howard S3 behaves very similarly. What's
more, not only have Castle engineered a
flat bass impedance, but they've knowingly
kept the impedance curve flat right up to
20kHz.

A flat impedance curve means many
things. Down at the bass end it means the
drive unit is seeing optimum acoustic
loading, with near-perfect damping. So we
can expect smooth, tuneful and tight bass.
| know from experience of course the
Howard produces this.

Absence of sudden impedance
changes also means that as a load this
loudspeaker is largely resistive, so it does-
n't return energy to the amplifier. With
feedback amplifiers, as all solid-state
designs are, the Howard is not driving the
amplifier in a way most do - something |
can't help feeling accounts for more prob-
lems than we know about.

Finally, measured with pink noise the
Howard is an exact 8ohm load - perfect
for valve amps and easy for transistor
amps too. The only downside of this high
impedance is that it limits sensitivity a lit-
tle. Castle claim 88dB but | measured
86dB, a reasonable if not exceptional fig-
ure.

Because the Howard drives a room’s
height mode strongly and reflects energy
from the ceiling too, listening room height
is important. This loudspeaker is likely to
suit rooms with high-ish ceilings. The for-
ward response is very flat, my only slight

miked guitar, and a peak like this will
become suddenly noticeable as a sharp
edge - almost a sting in the sound. For
most of the time the Cygnus' are likely to
sound quite normal in balance though.
The two visible drivers are aided by a
downward firing unit in the base of the
cabinet. Measurement showed this unit
added nothing to bass extension though,
unlike a port. Forward response of the
Cygnus reaches down to 40Hz, with

reservation here being perfect flatness to
20kHz often results in a glassy type of
brightness and the 5kHz peak doesn't
help.As a load the Howard is one of the
easiest going on the loudspeaker market
today so it will get the best from ampli-
fiers.

The Howard might look trad but it
sets out to do much more than most
expensive loudspeakers and achieves its
goals with success. This is an interestingly
different loudspeaker, very well engi-
neered, even if there are a few minor
blemishes that could be tackled. NK

LINN KATAN

There are a few obvious features charac-
terising the bass/midrange performance of
the Katan. The overall response is lumpy
by modern standards, meaning it will be
‘characterful’. From an engineering point
of view this doesn't look so good, but
from a listeners view it may well give the
Linn something other ‘speakers don't
have.There's no lift at low frequencies to
add body to the sound and bass rolls off
smoothly and steadily. Both factors sug-
gest a fairly damped system intended for
use close to a (rear) wall. Well damped

The response lumpiness is due to
three effects. Mhere's a peak 160Hz that

ARCAM DIVA 85 AMPLIFIER

linear than many designs as current was

be a problem though.

Input sensitivity was unusually low at
700mV.

excite a length mode quite well to give
some strong lows.

The crossover region shows some
lift or peaking in the bass/mid driver's
response plus slow take up from the
tweeter.

Upper treble might
sound a little thin or divorced, but the
tweeter is smooth and not given too
great a role, so it shouldn't be prominent.
Overall the Katan has a balanced
response characteristic that’s quite flat.

Overall impedance, measured with
pink noise, measured out at exactly
8ohms. Together with a resistive nature
this makes the Katan quite an amenable
load as far as any amplifier is concerned.
Unfortunately, it is very insensitive, par-
tially as a result of high impedance, pro-
ducing just 82dB SPL from one wart of
input. This means a powerful amplifier
with plenty of voltage swing is still needed
for good volume, around |00W being
likely usable.

The Katan is no triumph of loud-
speaker engineering but it's basically accu-
rate and will likely have a fast, tight sound
with good bass. Used with a powerful
ampilifier, on firm stands close to a rear
wall the Katan should give a distinctive
sound. NK

SHARP DIGITAL AMP

Digital amiplifiers would have been on the
market some time ago were it not for
their problems, the worst of which are
distortion, as well as high frequency rub-
bish (above 20kHz) so strong as to pro
duce radio interference. | looked forward
to testing Sharp’s new digital amplifier,
hoping to see how they had managed to
overcome these difficulties. | got a shock.

In spite of its size and weight the SM-
SXIH amplifier produced just 15W into
8ohms. It didn't like 4ohms, protection
circuits kicking in quickly to limit output
current. However, it produced 30W and
would manage this with short term music
peaks into a low load. Because current
limiting kicks in so quickly, and because
most loudspeakers these days are 4ohms
at low frequencies, the Sharp may well
trip out if pushed too hard.

Since the amplifier got warm | can
only assume efficiency is low, around the
50% mark, where Cirrus and Zetex are
claiming 90%. As Sharp’s amplifier
approached clip RF noise on signal peaks
grew, becoming fierce at clipping (over-
load). It looked grim on the oscilloscope,
as our time domain shot (fig 1) shows,
and it looked evil on the spectrum
analyser (fig 2).As this amplifier moves
into output overload it produces up to
0.5V of hash above 50kHz (fig 4), so will
transmit RF interference from the speaker
leads. It’s a classic digital amplifier problem
and Sharp have found no solution.

At low levels the SM-SXIH produces
large amounts (1%) of low order distor-
tion (fig 3).As signal level increases the
distortion pattern changes, harmonics
extending further up the audio band, level
measuring around 0.25%.As full output is

UNISON S6 AMPLIFIER
Getting power from a single-ended ampli-
fier is hard work. They're only 30% effi-
cient or so, meaning you have to dissipate
lots of plate power to get much output
power. Unison have stacked three EL34s in
parallel in the S6 to get goodly current
through its output transformer. And the
problems don't end there.The trans-
former core must be massive to survive
d.c. magnetisation and be able to handle
low frequency power. My tests inevitably
probe this aspect of performance, an SE
being quite a different animal to a push-
pull. Output power was high at 24W in
the mid-band, but the S6 could manage
only 20W at 40Hz, going into quite severe
clipping asymmetry. lts high frequency per-
formance was fine however, with no out-
put limitation at 10kHz.

It's the latter effect that ensures audibility
and will probably result in roughness. Of
course, with just {5WV available this ampli-
fier needs unusually efficient loudspeakers
if it is not to be driven into clip.

Noise output was high, the signal-to-
noise ratio being a miserable -76dB, even
though there was little overall gain, input
sensitivity measuring a poor 600mV.This
amplifier generates noise in its output
stage, whereas noise In conventional amps
comes primarily from the input stage.

With its low power, low efficiency,
high levels of distortion and strong RF
interference Sharp have produced no
advances here. Cirrus, Zetex and Linn
have digital amplifiers with better specifi-
cations By normal standards it looks very
poor, to the point of being unacceptable
as a hi-fi amplifier. NK

Unison have given the
amp good sensitivity, yet it has low hum
too, always something of a difficulty with
valves, since high gain plus high input
impedance tends to result in hum unless
great care is taken. At |.3mV or so this
will not be a problem though.

Single-ended amps produce distortion
of course, but it usually does not rise with
frequency. This is how the Unison mea-
sured, our analysis showing no less than
0.8% distortion at |0kHz, one watt out-
put. However, it is all second-harmonic
and there’s no sign of higher order distor-
tion here, unlike a transistor amp. Since
second harmonic is innocuous, resulting
only in a lightening of timbre at levels of
3% or more, the subjective impact of such
distortion is not great.

The S6 is a well designed single-ended

| tested this player via its digital connec-
tion through Sharp’s |-bit SM-SX1H
amplifier, also tested in this issue, because
the two will almost certainly be used
together.The performance of the amplifier
swamped the player in some arcas,
notably distortion and noise.

Being noisy, the amplifier's noise floor
dominated, giving a poor signal-to-noise
ratio, but this is how it would be in prac-
tice.

Likewise, distortion levels were high
until harmonics disappeared under noise,
making the -90dB impossible to glean in a
realistic fashion. So the CD player doesn't
benefit from its advanced SACD specifica-
tion.

SONY CDP-XB740

Sony CD players have always possessed a
better measured performance than any
other except those from Philips. Both
companies seem to take it as a matter of
pride that, as inventors of this universally
used medium, they set the performance
standard. In this player, however, Sony give
users an option of four filters, each of
which alter frequency response and
impulse behaviour.

Sonys generally measure ruler flat, so
it isn't surprising that the STD (standard)
position on this player was flat and gave
the widest bandwidth (i.e. the best
response flgure). | measured the upper
limit of this filter at 21.3kHz.

The next filter, number |, gave an
early roll off, reaching just |6kHz. This will
give a softer, wai mer sound than usual-
from CD.

Filter number 2 really gave more of
the same, as our analysis shows - namely
an early roll off, but this time with a little
treble lift - to brigthen things up a little
perhaps.The response limit was |5.5kHz.

Filter No 3 looked good, giving a nice
smooth response without ringing, right up
to |9kHz. This looks like the best to me.
However, bright CDs might be best
played with filter 2 or 3 This player cer-
tainly gives enthusiasts plenty of options.

At -30dB our analysis shows there’s
absolutely no distortion or quantisation
noise. The noise floor is low too, feading

to a fine set of distortion figures right
through the operating range, from 0dB
down to -90dB. Only the -60dB result can
be improved upon these days, or low lev-
els smoothed out with a processing
scheme like Kenwood's DRIVE.The XB-
740 will sound clean, there’s no doubt
about that.

Output was high at 2.38V, +1.5dB
above the 2V standard, giving this player a
bit more apparent oomph in any side by
side comparison. All other figures were
perfect.

The XB-740 measured extremely
well in all areas. Like all Sony players it
will likely sound clean and bright in STD,
but the choice is yours. NK
