“This was very good news for
me — of all the nations in the
world, the Germans are the most
musical and the most into classical
music,” remarks Emmerson, who
established his name through
astute managership of James Gal-
way, amang other enterprises.

mmerson is naw seftling down
ta  rationalisin the  rather
piecemeal recording programmes
characteristic of RCA over the last
few years. “The first thing | have
had to do is build a new team,
which has taken longer than 1 ex-
pected.”

He has appointed two vice pres-
idents. Don Ellis, formerdy with
RCA, then MCA, is senior vice pres-
ident with the task of running the
London office and world wide
marketing.

Jack Chudnoff, who had been
with Decca, though has worked for
RCA for 15 years, is to run the US
Red Seal office and be responsible
far world wide administration and
production.

“The key to both these guys are
that they hove a working know-
ledge of classical music, Eul both
are very experienced in all areas
of marketing, producing and sell-
ing records.”

Emmerson himself, as president,
will “lead the label and be re-
sponsible for oll A&R.”

As such, he sees a few cleor
areas where the label must de-
velop, bath in new product and
back catalogue.

Emmerson intends to create a
new impelus for mojor RCA stors
such os James Galvay, Julian
Bream, Richard Stoltzman, the clor-
ineftist ond the conductor Leonord
Slatkin. To this list, Emmerson
already odds the British pianist
Barry Douglas who won the
Tchaikovsky Piano Competition lost

RCA has already been issued.

“l was delighted that Barry
Dauglas made it info the Billboord
charts with his first release — that is
fantastic for a young pionist. And
we have already made his next
record, a recital of Mussorgsky's
Pictures At An Exhibition and Liszt's
Dante Sonata which will knock
your socks off.”

But Emmerson revealed that he
was on the prowl for other names.
“| have to find other major stars
who want to leave their labels and
come and work for me — and | am
having discussions with certain
people.”

Those musicians are not exclu-
sively classical. “My view of Red
Seal is that it should not be a
classical ghetto, but contain the
best music of whatever form —
although the bread ond butter will
of course be classicol.”

To this end, he has been talking
with Cleo Laine, and intends to
record her in songs by Sondheim,
as well os Kurt Weill's Seven Deod-
ly Sins ond songs by Charles Ives.

“But | must soy thot | don't be-
lieve in the misnomer, cross-over. |
don't believe in getting great ortists
aond bending them to do things
which they s?nouldn't just for o fast
buck” — o curious statement to
come from RCA which could
almost be soid to have invented
cross-over, particularly with musi-
cians such as Golwoy.

“Galway has never been a
cross-over ortist in the sense that he
has never been bent out of shape,”
argues Emmerson. “Golway has a
street charm, and it has been quite
natural for him to do the things he
has done. | om talking obout opero
singers doing populor songs which
they shouldn't.”

HE COMPACT disc
boom could be killed
by unacceptably high
prices and the medium
may find itself being oversha-
dowed by budget video.

That is the view of Clive
Swan, managing director of
wholesaler Audio Merchandis-
ers and @ man who built a
reputation for expertise in the
marketing of CDs while head
of PolyGram Record Opera-
tions.

Swan believes that opportu-
nities are being lost and com-
ments: “CD has done well but it
could do a lot better. There has
been a great deal of retail
commitment behind it but what
has been missing is record
company commitment.

“It's been a good year for
CD but the end result in the
market place is that you cannot
get stock of the best sellers,
pricing is on the high side and
to crack the market it is not yet
hitting the marketing has to be
much more aggressive.

“Last year was the year that
CD really came through but the
thing that developed just as fast
in 1986 was pre-recorded
video. Most people dlready
have a video player while they
may not have a CD player
which means that the record
industry cannot afford to be
complacent. Unfortunately, we
have already seen an element
of that.”

However, Swan also makes
the point: “CD has been a re-
markable phenomenon. There
must come a time in the not-
too-distant future when it will
be impossible to buy black
vinyl.”

One of*the UK’s leading in-
dependent CD specialist retail-
ers, Howard Woo of Covent

Garden  Records, largely
agrees with Swan and believes
there should be a reduction in
the price of CDs to speed the
spread of the medium.

"“Although 1986 was a good
year for CD, there was not as
much growth in the medium as
there iould have been — and
| am convinced that the market
has been severely constrained
by the price of software,” says
Woo. "I think the public is be-
ginning to realise that it is
being ripped off.”

Woo argues that there is no
justification for the current
prices of CDs. “Between March
1983 and December 1986,
the dealer price of PolyGram's
pop CDs rose 39 per cent. In
1983 the dealer price was
£5.25 and last December it
was £7.29. Yet the actual cost
of making a CD has fallen.

“Three years ago the cost of
manufacturing a CD, with a
box, an eight-page leaflet and
silk screening on the CD was in
excess of £3. Now, PolyGram
itself is quoting around £2.40
while  other, independent
manufacturers  are  offering
finished product for less than
£2. So how can the rising cost
of CDs in the shops be jushfied?
| believe there should be an
orderly reduction of CD prices
to show the consumer that the
software companies have a
commitment to CD as a format.
It should not look like a panic
measure against DAT.”

Phil Race, managing director
of the UK's newest CD manu-
facturing plant, Disctec, is con-
vinced that a retail price of
around £10 is the optimum.

While admitting that he has
no direct experience of retail-
ing, Race says he cannot
understand why CDs should be

so much more expensive than
black vinyl albums. “If you
compare the ex-works price of
a CD against the ex-works
price of an album, it does not
support a retail price differ-
ence of more than £1.50,” he
contends.

"I know there are other fac-
tors to be considered. | know
that royalty rates are higher for
CDs and | believe the record
industry needed the higher
margins to survive as a healthy

industry. Albums were a static
retail price for a very long time.

“But, in terms of manufactur-
ing costs there is not a lot be-
tween a CD and an album. A
CD in its case will leave the
factory at £1.90 or £2 which is
a fong way short of the retail
price.”

Race feels, though, that the
CD market is solid and that
demand will be sustained de-
spite the rise of budget video
and other new media.

Is a
performer such as Dick Gaughan
not one of the finest example of an
inferpretive singer, continuing the
grand heritage of narrative pole-
mic set to a simple song?

Sa it's 1987 and will folk make it
big this time round? Does folk what
to make it big this fime round? Who
knows, but what is cerfain is just a
littte left field, there’s a whole army
of talented individuals pledged to
an intelligent, sincere form of music
and all it needs now is a little more
commitment from the middle men.
Your move.

FIVE NIGHTS of ambient music ot
the Queen Elixabeth Hall, cour-
tesy af Editions EG’s impressive
ond ambitious South Bank Edi-
tions festival — what better ex-
cuse ta sit back, clase yaur eyes
and da a very goad impersonation
of a slumbering audience.

That's to pay it the highest cam-
pliment though. The shifting and

The spiritual sister of the mare
strident systems music — much
vaunted through such high profile
expanents as Phillip Glass —
ambient music is o subtler persuad-
er. As much of madern music
maves in the direction of ever-
greater gestures and bombast, Edi-
fions EG and its quietly influential
artist pravide nat simply a different
choice, but a real alternative, and
much of the label's reperoire is
being re-cut ond represented fol-
lowing its move ta Virgin distribu-
tion.

A number 4
hitin 1961, its Biflbaard perfarmance
this fime araund breaks dawn ta
reveal clearly what is wrang with the
US system: it peaked aver Christmas in
the Hat 100 (the main, ta all intents
and purpases, “national” chart) ot
number 9 — a pasition arrived at
because, although it reached number
7 an the strength of sales ta the public,
it was held back at number 12 in the
radia arplay listings.

The United States of America are
vast and callecting sales data must be
a prablem, but until there is a single
notianal sales chart there that shaws
whatis selling, plain and simple,
whatever the radia farmal, Black,
Cauntry, Hispanic, the hamegrawn
US music scene will canlinue having ta
play safe, fa suit thase radia
pragrammers.

Why else 1s it that the UK has
produced so many international hits, if
itisn't because of our refreshingly
apen attiude fa all sarts of musical
influences, which aur radia and chart
systems make available ta everyane?
Actually, it's TV that makes the hits
here, but that's anather stary!

Befare leaving the tapic of charts,

it's iromic that Emmylou (olong
with her patron, Gram Parsons) was
probably the first artist who could be

said to have been “New Cauniry”,
althaugh her breakthrough came
more thon a decade before the term
was coined. Having broken through
to the point where she could ploy
the Royal Albert Hall and used Ricky
Skaggs as a member of the Hot
Band, Emmylou then stopped com-
ing here (particularly odd, since her
current husband is himself a Bnit,
notable sangwriter/performer Paul
Kennerly) and os a result, lost year's
LP, Thirteen, wasn't even released in
this country. Maybe her new LP will
attract o better fate, although one of
lost year’s star Wembley acls, the
Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, didn't have
their most recent LP releosed by
Warner Bros, despite the fact that
the group even made o BBC-2 spe-
cial during lost year’s festival.

This raises the all tao familiar
question of why Mervyn Conn and
Britain’s big five country lobels {CBS/
Epic, EMI/Capitol, MCA, RCA ond
WEA) continually fail to co-operate
with each other. Plainly, the labels
are inferested in selling units, while
Conn is similarly keen to sell seats,
but such o straightforward “never
the twoin shall meet” statement
seems almost too simplistic — both
parties would surely benefit a greot
deal from even the most minimal
ca-operation. With the New Coun-
try ‘87 campaign due to burst into
flower imminently, MW intends to
delve further into what must seem to
the trode o most bizarre situation.
Watch this space for the first hand
views of the protagonists in the com-
ing months.

Lowmon wos known for his su-

Wolker were among the musicions
whom he recorded of the stort of
their coreers. And he mointoined
his reputotion os one of the most
encouroging ond liked producers.

“Every musicion who recorded
with him soid he wos the best — he
wos known porticulorly for his infi-
nite potience,” odds Pouncefort.
