Sales buoy the single track future

The demise of the single has been the media's favourite music industry story in recent months. You can barely turn anywhere these days without seeing some reference to the décliné of the business. It is an odd turn of events really, given how quickly \ve appear to be heading towards the track-by-track culture, an explosion of interest in the single. By the end of the year, as many as 300,000 indi- vidual tracks may be being downloaded every week. That is an amazing 20-fold growth since January, and would see downloads representing more than a half of the overall singles market. What is particularly encouraging about such growth is the fact that the physical singles market does not appear to have shrunk noticeably week-by- week, as the downloads market has been expand- ing. In other words, atthe moment, the explosion in downloads does not seem to be substitutional. Of course, alongside the increasing amount of marketing activity by the likes of Napster and 3, the current boom may be partly attributable novelty. As more consumers acquire fancy oraputers for their homes and sparkling new MP3 players for their pockets, they want to try this 

new music experience for the first time. This in itself must drive sales. And, with Christmas just around the corner, sales of MP3 players are sure to surge and, in parallel, so should sales of downloads. That of course is the theory. What is certain is that it will not be as simple as that. Presumed truths are being challenged every day - winess last week's US reports linking Sony BMG with P2P pioneer and music biz irritant Wayne Rosso. Besides that, what if, after the first flush of download excitement, many of these new MP3 player owners décidé that ripping their own CDs onto their PCs negates the need to buy more new music? What if those downloads do begin to eat into physical singles sales? What if consumers learn that they can cherry-pick the best tracks for a fraction of the price of the entire album? What would that mean to physical retailers? And what impact would it have on the économies of the music business? The digital business poses as many questions as it résolves. But, that the business is on the cusp of something hugely exciting, is indisputable.

London Look is ironically named after Hemian's Hemiits' excellent but largely unknown 1968 song of the samc name, making the entire thingaMancunian création. Even so, it sets the mood perfectly, and the remaining 17 tracks - comprising familiar fare such as Waterloo Sunset by the Kinks and the Small Faces' Itchycoo Park plus lesser known gems like the rare Bacharach song London Life by Anita Harris and David Garrick's jaunty Dandy - make this an excellent collection. 
The Records Crashes (On The Beach FOAMCD 7) | The Records ased several 

irds around ears ago and ain fondly remembered by some for their mélodie power pop. This is a welcome re-release of their excellent 1980 album, fleshed out for the CD âge with six bonus tracks, four of them previously unreleased. Perhaps the best known song here is Hearts In Her Eyes, written by two members of The Records but very nearly a hit for The Searchers in 1979. The Records' take on the song has the same jangly guitare and pleasing harmonies as The Searchers' did. 

I excellent budget- I priced primer I showeasingthe 1 enigmatic and I charismalic former lead singer of the Walker Brothers, who registered a trio of late Sixties solo hits and has recorded sporadically ever since. Walkers second and third hits - Joanna and Lights Of Cincinnati - were sumptuous ballads but his first, Jackie, was a fast-paced, superbly orchestrated take on Jacques Brefs mastcr-piece. AU of these are included here alongside a dark Bacharach/ David Windows Of The World, Walker's own oddly-titled but masterful The Amorous Humphrey Plugg and rauch more.

Massively successfijl in the Seventies both hereandinthe States, Léo Sayer bas undergone something of a renaissance in recent years and bis original albums, reissued on RPM with bonus material, bave sold particularly well. He bas a new album out in Januaty and ahead of it this excellent compilation gathers together 15 of his 16 hits and several more songs to give a flavour of his work. Highlights include his scattish The Show Must Go On, his smooth Buddy Holly tribute Raining In My Heart, the sophisticated Bee Gees song Heart (Stop Beating In Time) and The Loading Zone, from his upcoming Voice In My Head album. 
Run Baby Run - The Hickoty Recordings 1965-1968 (Ace CDCHD 1033)  Comprising their Run Baby Run 

tracks that appeared only on singles beUveen 1965 and 196S, this album offers ample evidence of why the Newbeats could, should and might have been huge had it not been for the existence of the Four Seasons, who occupied the niche for white, maie vocals plying mélodie, fàlsetto harmonies at the time. The title track of this album becEune a belated UK chart success in 1971, when it was embraced by the Northem Soul scene and is this set's standout track - although it is the mono single version, a bonus track here, that packs the bigger punch. 
O'Jays Message In Our Music (Music Club MCCD 2566) Billy Paul Only The Strong Survive (MCCD 2567) Teddy Pendergrass Love TKO (MCCD 2560) Démons Music Club imprînt | offers three excellent low- priced, high quality, IS-song compilations by legendary Philadelphia International artists. The O'Jays album admittedly substitutes live takes of Back Stabbers and Love Train for the hits, but the group has a dynamic stage presence and there are loads of other great tunes to make their absence less of a problem. Billy Pauls jazz-inflected approach and unusual emphasis provide a différent take on the whole Philly thing, while Pendergrass's gmff, soulful style meshes marvellously with the sleek, superior songs tailored to his needs by label bosses Gamble and Huff.
